{4) The Hearings Officer shall issue a decision in writing explaining the
reasons why the conditional use was approved or denied. Notice of the
decision shall be provided to the applicant by personal delivery or by first
class mail mailed to the address of the applicant as set forth on the
application. Notice of the decision shall be provided to any person who
appeared before the Hearings Officer, in person or by written testimony,
by personal delivery or by first class mail mailed to the address provided
by the person to the Hearings Officer. Unless City Council reviéw is
initiated pursuant to SRC 62.600(b), the decision of the Hearings Officer
shall be final.-

. (b) Decision Criteria. The following criteria shall be used to review and decide

conditional use permit applications for. electronic message signs:

(1) The proposed sign, as conditioned, will not create or significantly

increase street level sign clutter;

(2) The proposed sign, as conditioned, will not adversely impact the neat,
clean, orderly, and attractive appearance of the surrounding area to a
significant degree;
