Oregon's hard-times president, Dr.C. Valentine Bover, came
to the University as head of the English department.

Although adding a new
titte in 1934 when Oregon demanded a president once
more, equestirian Bover remained head of the English
school, boss of Arts and Letters. Experienced in economiz-
ing, the Dean sold two-bit cigars to pay his way through
Princeton where he earned three degrees. Commissary
overstocking gave him the cigar habit. As president of Ore-
gon he descended to cigarettes. Youth made him self-con-
scious in the limelight, shy of receiving assistance.

Before
interneship in a recognized hospital, each med siu-
dent must have spent seven vears in lectures and laks
bevond high scheol. Marquam Hill medical men must
gualify for B.A. or B.S. degrees before third vear of
protessicnal school life in order to be graduated with
M.D. degrees. Unique to non-professional collegians
is this school’s system of grade procedure. Adding to
their fears, medical students are not advised of their
passing or failing positions until June of each vear.
Although innumerable undergrads aim for Med
School few have fortitude and ability to follow through.

Three wins out of seven 1938 conference games is "Tex” Oliver's
record for his first year as head coach at Oregon. This surpasses
the record of Oregon’s two previous years.

Dark horse on the eve of the conference opener and much under
critical, curious eves of coast sports fans, the Webfoot eleven,
traditionally a conservative pcwer-house outfit, opened a razzle-
dazzle of passes and running plays to defeat the Washington
State Cougars in their own lair, 10 to 2.

Oregon fans jittered on Hayward field the following Saturday
as the Ducks and the Bruins alternated in aerial scoring. A suc-
cessful pass from Gebhardt to Graybeal finally made it 14 to 12,
Oregon, in the fourth, but the gun prevented a possible score
from the pounding Bruins.

Leading the conference, the Ducks outplayed Stanford at Palo
Alto two weeks later to lead 16 to 13 in the final quarter. The bane
of football—bad breaks—came. Stanford blocked a Webfoot
punt and tallied, and suddenly scored again. Final score: Stan-
ford 27, Oregon 16.

Came the 7000 mile journey to New York and a 26 to 0 drubbing
at the Polo grounds in the hands of Fordham. Back in Portland
a smothering USC passing attack had the Ducks 18 to 0 at the
half and 31 to 7 at the finalé, and in Berkeley, three Cadlifornia

scoring drives in seven minutes swamped the Ducks 20 to O
despite the ardent attacks on the Cal line by Fullback Stenstrom
and Halfback Gebhardt.

Thanks to Jimmy Nicholson's hasty field goal from the 13 yard
line with but 15 seconds to play in the first half, Oregon beat
Washington 3 to 0. With a good pass defense and a hard charg-
ing line Oregon played the best game of the season this day.
But the OSC Beaver boys were a little too good for the Webfooters
in the annual "Civil War" game, especially Stater Jimmy Kissel-
burgh who made all the OSC touchdowns. Final score, 23 to 12,
Cregon State.

The Webfoot line deplored at the beginning of the season, proved
to be of surprising strength throughout the season. Compared to
the 1761 vards Oregon gained from scrimmage, the opponents
made but 1190. Excepting efficent line backing by tullbacks
Emmons and Stenstrom, it was the secondary defense which was
weak.

Passes spelled doom for Oregon. Opponents connected 56 ous
of 142, for 864 vards, whereas Oregon made but 29 out of 104,
for 423 vyards. Alibis could be worded out of the fact that the
Webfoots played seven tough games and took a 7000 mile
journey in seven weeks.

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The Oregonians divided the first series with WSC on the Igloo floor and at Pull-
man the Ducks beat the Cougars twice. The first of the Oregon-Oregon State
brawls at the jammed Corvallis gym ended 31 to 26 for the Ducks in a 40 foul
contest. Oregon beat Idaho 38-30 in the first Moscow game, but the second one
with Johansen, Dick, Anet and Hardy out on fouls was pulled out of the fire only
by the hot playing of substitutes Mullen, Pavalunas, and Sarpola who made
10 points to come up from behind in the last few minutes. Oregon had to win the
seconda OSC game at the Igloo only by some more second half rallying after
trailing 19 to 14 at the half. Washington scared Webfoot fans on the Igloo floor
by starting off a razzle-dazzle of passing that had the ball completely around
the Ducks, and piled up a lead of 22 to 14 during the first half. When Oregon got
excited she wiped out the Washington lead and in the first four minutes of the
second half the baskets were piling in so fast the statisticians couldn't keep track
of them, 21 points in the first 4 minutes. Oregon made 13 of them to take a 37 to
35 lead which the Webfoots quickly increased to 46 to 39. In the second game
the Ducks swarmed all over the Huskies to win 58 to 42, and likewise in the
following Idaho games which they won in a lethargy 45 to 28 and 53 to 36. The
Webfoots received a jolt from Oregon State who defeated them 37 to 27 at Cor-
vallis, when the Ducks couldn’t hit a thing. The Eugene boys retaliated following
weekend by squeezing out the Staters in McArthur Court by 48 to 37. Closing the
season, Oregon visited Seattle, took Washington’s Huskies two nights 39-26
and 54-52 to cop the Northwest Conference title for the second successive year.

Each vear on this campus some
controversy arises; some momentous
decision must be made by those who
sirive to preserve for Oregon Students
an air of respectability. During the last
few years such grave issues as wheth-
er the brush along the Millrace should
ke chopped down, whether co-eds
should be allowed to order fcod after
ten-thirty, whether an unchaperoned
couple should ke permitted to go for a
walk beyond the city limits, whether
gum-chewing is unladylike, and «
dozen other vital questions have been
duly pondered and decided by those
who determine the moral tone which
should prevail on this campus.

The autumn of 1938 brought a con-
troversy that for public interest—if not
importance—caused all other ques-
tions of campus morality to appear
trivial—which of course they were.
Pictured on the cover of this section
is a reasonable facsimile of a drum
majoress, which, for reasons best
known to the Student Affairs Commit-
tee, is the closest thing to one of these
added attractions to a band that Ore-
gon was allowed to display. Not that
Les Harger didn't make a good drum
majoress. Possessing a pair of limbs
that would shame many a keg-legged
co-ed, and a figure which, although
technically not all that it should be,
certainly was not unlovely, Harger
led the band at the Oregon-Oregon
State game, prancing with as grace-
ful and charming a style as the best
of feminine performers could have
displayed.

But there was something lacking.
Call it "'sex appeal” or anything you
choose. Whatever it was, Harger did
not have it. And when the burning
baton that Les was brandishing ignit-
ed his blonde wig, there was no long-
er any doubt. Three thousand Oregon
Students slumped in their seats. They
had been witnessing what most of
them took to be a real drum-majoress,
flaunted in the face of cuthoritative
forbiddance, and the exhibition had
appealed to the rebellious spirit so
prevalent in college men and women.
Then the lovely creature had sudden-
ly been revealed as a man. It was as
if they had drawn to a bob-tailed

Oregana Goes to Press - . .

Here’s the Whole Story: the Birth of a Yearbook - - Right Before Your Eyes

| Kennell-Ellis’ well-appointed studio
takes over the task of enticing stu-
dents to have their pictures “taken’.

Fictures iell the story say phoiographers. Ore-
gana's two headmen agree. So to Eugene's stu-
dio of Kennell-Ellis go Root and Williams during
fall term. Schedules are arranged for individual
portrait sittings shot by owner E. W. Ellis. Cam-
pus living organizations, honorary groups are
assigned certain days and hours before the Wil-
lameite Sireet kleig lights. Since good publica-
ticns require detailed and clear prints, the pho-
tcgraphe: keszps feminine assistanis working
cvertime tcuching up neaatives. Manned by the
Ferekee krothers, the printing and developing
depariments soon represent a jumble of emul-
sicn-covered celluloid. Students return for proofs,
spend several days mulling over choice for year-
..eck which often ends by coin-flipping decision.
The studio then delivers the pictures to the editor
io b2 mounted in panels.

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From photographer to Oregana office to enarav-
ing plant runs the itinerary of countless prints.
rrem individual pictures to integral parts of a
whole metal plate runs the conversion in the lo-
cal Wiltshire's Engraving plant. Owner HerbWilt-
shire's brother Bob starts out the process: an-
other shot is taken of pictures in panel, then
ihrough a chemical process of eating-away met-
cls gees the fine-screened negative plate. After
ciching, unnecessary parts of printed surface are
rcuted out to prevent future trouble when plate
and ink slide through press. The proof of the en-
graving is in the printing. So Marlin Withrow
lays plate on husky little press, takes a proof.
Results of technical skill and sensitive chemicals
are revealed in the printed pictures spread
thrcughout Oregana. After the engraving is
mounted on a wooden block which brings it up
to printing height, the engraver’s part in the pro-
duciion is finished.
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More than 70,000 shects of paper are
fed through Kelly cylinder press for
p..nted pages. Paaes with rolor in addi-
t+on to black must go through once
again.

Producis of Oregana copy desk and engraving plant are
shunted over to Shelton-Turnbull-Fuller's. Here the letter-
press printing problems receive expert attention. Written
copy cast by linotype machine; captions, and headlines are
set by hand. Unique is this establishment’'s place in the
scheme of publication: all of the type matter appearing in
Oregana originated in this firm’s shop. From machine and
ccmposing stick the type matter visits a composing stone.
There Manley Fuller wrestles with page-forms as complex
as jig-saw puzzles. Pages ccmpleted, Lewis Hoiland locks
up forms in steel chase, prepares the job for press. Vic Hem-
mingsen lays form to bed in smooth-rolling Kelly press.
Arcund the cylinder travels the sheets and Oregana takes
on a respectable appearance. From the presses, finished
pages are shipped to the bindery, proofs of type for lithogra-
phy pages to Bushong's.

By producing printed matter from a thin
metal plate on the theory that oil and water iy -
don't mix, lithography was developed. This w2 N g~ Ui
"“litho” prccess was used with letter-press 3 - -
printing in Oregana this year. Bushong and
Company, Portland, has produced excel-
lent results from this new department of
their plant. Artist Phil Lundstrom retouches
photographs, studies color work. Then Vern
Nelson shoots the two-page paste-ups with
camera of enormous proportions. Dave
Friedman pastes negatives into page posi-
tion; later, after negatives are printed on
metal plate, rubs them in complicated solu-
tions to develop print on plate. Finished
plates end in the press room where Press-
man John Huebner and assistant complete
printing job. Bushong and Company's Ar-
thur Markewitz has developed many im-
provements in this highly specialized field.
The black and white pages follow along
with the lithographed color-cover and color-
inserts to the bindery.

Another Portland firm prominently pictured in Oregana busi-
ness is Davis and Holman, Binders. Assigned the final task of
piecing printed section and cover together into book form,
Davis and Holman are the first to view Oregana as a complet-
ed yearbook. Folding machines hungrily gulp the printed
sheets. Stitchers sew the pages into sections. Special handling
is required to paste cn inserts in school section and on division
pages. Here pasiepois and keen eyes work overtime. From the
bindery in Pecrtland to the Eugene campus the books are
shipped, received by tired business and editorial staffs.

Special one and two-page col-
or inserts must be ‘“tipped"’
or glued into their respective
places within the s c'ions.
This step is of necessity hand
labor requiring skill and prac-
tice.

The finished product is proudly presented to an annual-anxious
student body which storms the publication department’s portals
in an early-morning lineup.
