V. SUMMARY OF EVIDENCE:

Counci l staff report and exhibits, which are attached as Exhibit "A" and 
incorporated herein. 

B. The minutes of the June 6, 2007 public hearing held by the City Council, which 
are at tached as Exhibit "B", summar ize the oral test imony presented and are 
hereby adopted and incorporated hereint. 

VI. GENERAL FINDINGS - BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION: 

The Director init iated a text amendment to revise the term of service for members of the 
Historic Building and Sites Commission. Section 7.061, which limits Commissioners to 
three consecut ive terms of two years each is too constrict ive and needlessly removes 
qualif ied persons f rom the Commission. The proposed amendment also seeks to modify 
the quali f ications for the required architectural/design background posit ion as described 
in Section 7.061 (1d) to include retired professional architects or designers. 

VII. FINDINGS OF FACT: CONFORMANCE WITH APPLICABLE CRITERIA: 

FINDINGS OF FACT-TYPE IV 
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The text of the Development Code may be recommended for amendment and 
amended provided that all of the following criteria of Section 4.103 of the 
Development Code are met. 

CRITERION 1: The proposed amendment is consistent with the purpose of the subject 
sect ion and article. 

City Council's Response: Satisfied. The purpose of Article 7 is to set forth the 
method of appointment to the var ious hearing bodies that are descr ibed in the Code. 
This text amendment merely modif ies the length of terms for a Historic Building and 
Sites Commiss ioner as wel l as expands the qualif ications for membership. 

CRITERION (2): The proposed amendment is consistent wi th other provisions of this 
Code. 

City Council's Response: Satisfied. The proposed amendment does not affect other 
parts of the Code that wou ld create an internal conflict. The proposed amendment 
makes the Art ic le more harmonious with other Art icles by removing term limits f rom the 
HBSC that are not otherwise imposed on other review bodies. 

CRITERION (3): The proposed amendment is consistent wi th the goals and policies of 
the Comprehens ive Plan and most effectively carries out those goals and policies of all 
alternatives considered. 

City Council's Response: Satisfied. The Comprehens ive Plan Policy Manual 
mandates the creat ion of an Urban Area Historical Buildings and Sites Commission, but 
does not make a determinat ion on the length of a term or the quali f icat ions for 
membership, wh ich is instead left up to the requirements of the Development Code. 

CRITERION (4): The proposed amendment is consistent wi th the funct ions, capacities, 
and per formance standards of transportat ion facilit ies identif ied in the Master 
Transportat ion Plan. 

City Council's Response: Not applicable. The proposed amendment does not have 
any affects on the transportat ion facilities of the City. 

VIII. DECISION AND SUMMARY: 

The City Counci l found the appl icable criteria were satisf ied and APPROVED the 
Development Code amendment . The vote was 8-0-0 wi th all Counci lors in favor, none 
opposed, and none abstaining.

Assistant P lanner Zush i s ta ted the appl icant proposes to construct a 7 ,900 square foot s t ructure including a 5,800 

square foot auto repair shop and a 2 ,000 square foot retail space. The appl icant p roposed to use the space as a 

speaker / renta l shop.
