REGON, 1942 edition, is a war-time

edition as anyone who has visited the

campus will testify. A large number
of vacancies on the faculty, a new curricu-
lum studded with service courses, depart-
nient secretaries operating an airplane-spot-
ting tower, and under neath it all a new note
of seriousness . . . these and many more
signs tell better than words that the Univer-
sity of Oregon is at war.

President Donald M. FErb has sounded
the keynote for the coming vear in the one
word—"work.” It will be nearly all work,
little play for both students and faculty,
for the job of the University is to train lead-
ers for important parts in the war effort.

Most of the men students in school are
in some kind of a deferred enlisted branch
of the service. They have been allowed to
complete their college education before be-
ing called for the sole reason that the mili-
tary leaders believe that the time will be
well spent, will finally bring into the serv-
ices men with knowledge and qualifications
which the country needs. The niore thor-
oughly and more rapidly these men are
trained the better for the nation.

It is with this consideration in mind that
the University leaders have cut out many
of the non-essentials and have turned to an
“all business” way of life. Until the war is
won returning alumni will miss many of
the customs, many of the more pleasant
nonessential things which they have come
to associate with their institution.

Similarly the alumni association, of
which OLp OrEcoN is so important a part,
has cut down to its important job-—service

to alumni in the war effort, whether they
be military men abroad or war workers at
home. A great many requests have becn
received for a scrvice issue and this will he
coming up this fall.

News of the classes, backbone of the
magazine and best-rcad feature, has been
diverted almost entirely to news of men in
the service. A somewhat smaller than usual
staff is concentrating on keeping records
and other vital information up to date.

It is gratifying to see that the human
race has profited from mistakes of the last
war," said Headline Speaker Donald M.
Erb, referring to confusion of joint mili-
tary and professorial training in World
War I. “The trust placed in higher educa-
tion to train officers for this war is one of
the finest compliments that could be paid
to higher education.”

The thousand and more new students
there realized it wasn't University educa-
tion versus the war, but education plus the
war. The army, navy, and marine corps offi-
cers talked to the new men, prepared them
for reserves from specially decorated
booths.

Words of “Mighty Oregon” sounded just
as loud, just as powerful in war ax in peace.
They, too, had added meaning in the light
of a world of war.

John Warren, the “top kick” of Oregon's
1942 football team, and Hobby Hobson,
basketball mentor, promised their best for
athletic turnout. His football coaching staff
stripped of many “veterans,” his team rid-
dled here and there by enlistment but still
intact, Warren promised a strong showing
against Tex Oliver's navy eleven Septem-
ber 20.

As for the eastern basketball tour, Hobby
said it was “off” for this year, though invi-
tations already had been received for 43—
“If the situation improves by then, and we
all hope it will.”

Volumes of ‘Liberator’
Received by Library

Thirty volumes of William Lloyd Gar-
rison’s “Liberator,” abolitionist newspaper,
including 1500 weekly numbers from Jan-
uary 2, 1830 to December 29, 1865, have
been turned over to the University of Ore-
con library through the work of friends in
the east.

A priceless acquisition, the file comprises
30 out of 35 volumes of “The l.iberator,”
running from volume 6 to the end of the
enterprise. The last issue, dated December
29, 1865, contains Garrison's valedictory.
The ratification of the thirtcenth amend-
ment, freeing the slaves, 11 days before
meant that his life work was done.

Oswald Garrison Villard, whose mother
was a daughter of William Lloyd Garrison
and whose father's generosity helped save
the University in it~ early days, and John
M. MacGregor, '23, New York alumni
president, were the leaders in obtaining the

and California sports writers, this

should be Oregon’s worst football sea-
son in several years, One San Francisco sports
editor claims that Oregon will be fortunate
to beat out Idaho or Montana for the eighth
place spot in final Pacific Coast conference
standings. Other members of the higher
sports writing gentry state with finality
that the Webfoots cannot hope to win any
more than a couple of games.

All of which makes Oregon’s new head
coach, “Honest John” Warren grin like a
sleek Cheshire cat. He remembers what
these same writers said about Lon Stiner’s
Oregon State eleven that ended up in the
land of roses on New Year's Day.

It certainly would be rash to predict any
bed of roses for Warren’s squad. Numeri-
cally and physically they are the smallest
Oregon has had for several years. At this
early stage of practice, it is very question-
able whether mainstays from last year's
eleven can be replaced, such as Curtis Me-
cham, all-coast right halfback and winner
of the Hoffman trophy, Duke Iverson, one
of the West's finest blocking backs, Elliott
Wilson, gigantic defensive center, Ray Se-
gale, three-year varsity guard, and Bill
Regner, veteran end. Add to this list six
other lettermen that have either graduated
or joined the armed forces, and it becomes
hard to see the Ducks in a roseate glow.

ﬁ CCORDING to the national experts

UT this is just the outside picture that
the sports writing gentlemen saw.
There is an inside picture. It centers, in
the main, about new coach, John A. War-
ren, class of 1928. “Honest John” brings
long years of experience around McArthur
Court into the varsity coaching job, being
freshman mentor since 1936. He also brings
into his new job a new relationship between
players and coach, one that has already
hoomed miorale tremendously—this should
be Oregon’s most spirited and fieriest elev-
en in several vears. This new relationship
has strengthened personal ties, and even
seasoned seniors can hardly wait to go out
and give their all for “Honest John"”
Another highly important factor in favor
of the Webfoots is that most of the con-
ference schools are going to have to de-
pend on a large percentage of sophomores
this fall. Many of the new coaches don’t
know too much about their neophyte ma-
terial and will have to make snap judg-
ments on them in the abbreviated practice
perxod before the conference schedule
swings into action. Warren knows his 24
sophomores, because he coached them last
year. He has developed them—they know
his system and style of play and are already
worked into it.

Football prognosticating in time of peace has its dif-
ficulties, but in time of war with a squad losing as
many as 21 of its members, it is in the same category
as guessing what kind of people live on the moon.
OLD OREGON Sports Editor Joe Miller, ’43, spent
most of his summer on the campus and has watched
the lemon and green team start from scratch. Here
are a few of his reactions to Headman John Warren’s

1942 varsity.

A squad of 42 men greeted Warren when
practice began September 10. It included
these 24 sophomores, upon whom so much
of the burden will rest, and 18 returning
lettermen, 15 of these being seniors. These
seniors will have a steadying effect upon
the newcomers, although several of the
veterans are onestripers and junior college
transfers.

The line, to quote assistant coach Manny
Vezie, looks “sound.” Although left end is
still somewhat of a gestion mark, the first
string strength should stack up with the
best the coast has to offer. But, outside of
the tackles, the reserves are mostly sopho-
mores, and in the tough coast conference,
considered the most evenly-balanced in
the nation, a squad cannot subsist without
adequate rescerve material. The starting line
is somewhat lighter than last year’s, aver-
aging just under the 200-pound mark,
which, coupled with the lack of tried re-
serve strength, may make it hard for them
to stand up over the gruelling schedule.

ONY CRISH, on fishing patrol in

Alaska all summer and not as yet back,
stands in the all-important left end post,
closely spelled by another veteran, Jim
Shepherd. Crish, a Youngstown, Ohio boy,
is a glue-fingered pass receiver, dropping
nary a one last year in snagging four touch-
down heaves. Shepherd is a smashing 200-
pounder that has been steadily improving.
Sophomore IPete Torchia is an elusive and
fast receiver and has gained needed weight
over the summer,

Right end is topped by skyscraping Rus-
sell Nowling, acknowledged last year to be
one of the most able all-around ends in the
conference. He has a swell chance for all-
coast this fall. George Dugan, a sophomore
giant, should be from his spring practice

showing, be a capable alternate. Ray
Blatchley, a converted sophomore tackle
from Eugene, is rapidly learning the intra-
cacies of end play.

The Webfoots are three-deep in strength
at the tackle positions. Three lettermen,
veteran 1d Moshofsky, Tom Terry, and
CIiff Giffiin, go the left side, all experienced
giants, able to handle themselves in the
most rugged company, and on the right,
standing tackle position, two lettermen and
a roaring sophomore, Dick Ashcom, Mer-
ritt Kufferman and Neophyte Bill Bartels.
Ashcom has all-coast potentialities in his
last ycar and Kufferman has lost 28 pounds,
the loss of which, should make him one
of the fastest tackles in the conference.

“Honest John” is also loaded at the
wuards, although here is not quite as strong
as at the tackles. Ray Segale and Morry
Jackson are the only losses from the 1941
squad. Mountainous Floyd “Scrapiron”
Rhea starts in the left guard running posi-
tion, backed by Sophomores Howard Steers
and Vic Atiyeh. Rhea is winding up his
third season as a Webfoot regular and is
the strongest man on the squad and campus
wrestling champion.

RIGHT guard claims colorful Val Cul-
well, another two-year letterman and
Chuck Elliott, moved over from his tackle
position last fall, and Sophs Hank Steers
and Hal Lloyd. This position is very strong,
with Culwell having a chance for nation-
wide recognition if he doesn’t get hurt, as
he did last year.

Center is markedly weaker than last year
—06-foot 5-inch Elliott “Li’l Abner” Wilson,
now in the marines; Hersch Patton, fiery
alternate now in the navy air corps; and
Don O'Neill, burly reserve now in the navy
all being gone. Steve Bodner, two-year
letterman guard takes over the position
backed by two neophytes, Bill Mayther and
Johnny Daniels. Bodner is a rugged 210-
pounder, smart and a shrwed diagnoser of
plays, but this is his first try at the center
post. Mayther and Daniels have shown fine
otfensive ability, but are still untried sopho-
maores.

The backfield is where Warren's troubles
begin. He still has the veteran fireball, Tom
Roblin, perhaps the greatest clutch back
to ever play football for the Webfoots, but
after Roblin, reserves and sophomores take
over the burden. The weaknesses are glar-
ing at quarterback and fullback.

Duke Iverson, one of the finest blocking
backs on the coast last year, was a consist-
ent 60-minute performer and his alternate,
Len Surles had little to do. Now Surles
must step into the varsity quarterback berth
with little experience there, being converted
from guard only last year. Roy 11, 40 var-
sity, decided to play pro ball instead of com-
ing back to school, which leaves Sophomore
Don Brown, whom \Warren likes, to back
Surles. There is a possibility another rugged
soph, Right Half John Garrison, may be
moved over to bolster this position.

FULLBACK has no tested performers,
either. Tom Oxman, a letterman re-
serve, saw only 50 minutes of action and
also missed spring practice, so it is not
known how he will perform in a starting
role. A\ pair of husky sophomores, Bill Da-
vis, all-state fullback irom Grants Pass
high school and Bud Cote, came on re-
markably fast in spring drills but need sea-
soning.

From the lowest Chi-
nese coolie to the president
of the United States, the raid
was hailed as a turning point
in the war. Lieutenant Clev-
er, alum of the month, tells
how he felt when he dropped
his bombs on Hirohito's steel
mills. At right is Bob being
greeted by his father, C. C.

REGON'S Bombadier Bob Clever,
O squinted through his bombsight,

spotted his target—a huge steel mill in
South Tokyo—and neatly laid his “eggs”
on one of Hirohito's prize war industries.
Hours later the whole world rocked with
cheers for the daring American raiders who
had knocked Japanese boasts of security
into a cocked hat.

All of this happened during the famous
American raid on Tokyo, but Bob lived
again his “greatest adventure” in Port-
tand this summer when he arrived home for
a short visit with his father, C. C. Clever, an
employee of the Albina Engine & Machine
Works.

*I was too busy to watch my bombs all
the way down, but the last time I saw them
they were headed right,’ he grinned. “And
the tail gunner saw them hit squarely on
the target.” When the plane turned to leave,
Bob saw huge clouds of smoke coming from
the plant.

“I don’t think they were just blowing off
that much smoke to welcome us,” the lieu-
tenant laughed.

N L of the planes carried the inscription,

“I don’t want to set the world on fire; |
just want to start a flame in Tokyo's heart.”
All the bombs were autographed, “Best
Wishes, Hirohito,” etc. Although Yosuke
Matsuoka and Hisao Yoshii were too unim-
portant to be singled out for special atten-
tion, Bob hopes that he made them under-
«tand the way the University feels about
them.

The American planes approached Tokyo
from the ocean and skimmed along just
over the tree tops until they reached the
area of their targets. Then they zoomed up
to 1500 feet—considered the safe level for
dropping bombs—Ilet go their load and
roared back to treetop height.

“When we went over the Japs thought
we were their own planes and waved at us
from the ground. \When we left they still
waved--with their feet,” the Oregon bom-
bardier grinned. )

" The Japanese steel mills on which Bob
dropped his bombs were fairly well pro-
tected by anti-aircraft fire, but the gunners
under-cstimated the speed of the American
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planes. Most of the shells exploded behind
the planes, although the Nipponese gunners
had the right altitude, Bol reports. \When
the American planes skimmed along at tree-
top height, it was almost impossible for
the Japs to hit them.

Only 5 feet 412 inches tall-—he insists on
the'2—RBob fits the picture of the happy-
go-lucky, carefree American. Usually
laughing, he is the “clown of the outfit,”
his companions report. Bob took a lot of
kidding about his height on the Tokyo trip,
but it was all in fun.

(14 HEY said that I was so short every

one would mistake me for a Jap if
we were shot down. That was going pretty
far, but I can take it,” he laughed.

At the University Bob was a member of
Campbell club, where, his class mates re-
port, he was one of the best-liked fellows
in the house. Always full of fun, he was a
friend of evervone. He was on the campus
from 1938 to 1942, but joined the army air
corps before graduation. He worked his
way through school by doing odd jobs
around the campus and by working in Port-
land during the summers.

The only thing Bob won't talk about is
the location of Shangri-La. That, he laughs,
is a secret of the United States army and
why should the army let the world in on
its perfect city?

“Oh, yes, it's a swell place. Lots of girls
and everything. We're going back one of
these days and give the Japs another guess
on where we came from,” Bob says.

Bob did his great job of spoiling Hiro-
hito's steel production plans through a
makeshift bombsight which, he said, “could
be bought anywhere for 20 cents.” Because
they were afraid that some of the American
planes would fall into the hands of the Jap-
anese, army authorities took off the famous
Norden bombsights and put in their places
makeshift ones.

"It made no difference. The steel mills
still looked the same and we plastered them
up good,” Bob said.

While in Portland Bob was greeted by
Mayor Riley who took him around town
and to see his father, C. C. Clever at Al-
bina in the mayor’s official car. At Albina
the workers gave Bob a rousing reception
and cheered his father as the two met for
the first time in over a year.

The youngest Oregon man featured in
“Meet Our Alums” so far, Bob is perhaps
typical of the many University men now in
all parts of the world fighting for their
country. Because his deed was somewhat
more spectacular, it has received more no-
tice. Thousands of other Oregon alums
trom lreland to \ustralia are playing equal-
ly important parts.
