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Prince G. Callison Leaves Oregon Football
"In the interest of the University of

Oregon and Oregon football I hereb y
tender my resignation, my services t o
terminate at the end of the presen t
fiscal year (June 30, 1938) in accord-
ance with my notification of appoint-
ment ." Thus on December 17 Prince
Gary Callison severed his coaching re-
lations of six years with the University .

Callison refused the request of the
Athletic board to reconsider his action .

Callison's resignation followed the
formation on the campus of a grou p
which labeled themselves the CCCC
(Can Coach Callison Club), and dis-
satisfaction expressed over showing s
of recent Callison coached footbal l
clubs . This movement was strongly re-
sented by loyal supporters of Calliso n
who realized his sound football knowl-
edge . Callison supporters were particu-
larly strong in Seattle, Astoria, Bend ,
Medford and other Oregon cities .

Callison's resignation was in line
with his statement made when forma-
tion of the CCCC was first made pub-
lic-that he would clear the way when -
ever he felt it would be to the best in-
terests of the University.

Callison became head coach in 193 2
when Dr. Clarence Spears departe d
for Wisconsin . During this six-year
period Oregon tied for the Coast con-
ference championship (in 1933) an d
won the northwest crown (1935) . Cal-
lison's varsity elevens have won 33, los t
23 and tied two games including th e
current season which brought four vic-
tories and six losses .

The Webfoot mentor was a sta r
Oregon gridder of no mean abilit y
himself, playing sparkling ball at cen-
ter after graduating from Eugene high
school . He was a member of the 1919
Rose Bowl team that lost a 7-6 count
to Harvard .

After receiving his degree in 1923 ,
Callison went to Medford high schoo l
where he developed the state's mos t
outstanding high school elevens in th e
history of state football . During hi s
six years as coach of the "Black Tor-
nadoes" his team won four state titles ,
winning 41 games, losing one and .tying
one.

In 1929 Callison came back to Eu-
gene as freshman football coach, bring -
ing with him such later stars as Bil l
Morgan, later voted an all-American
pro tackle, and Bernie Hughes, an-
other stellar lineman who rated all -
conference honors .

The year Spears completed his fina l
season, Callison produced his "won-
der team," composed of Stan Kostka,
Art Clarkson, George Pepelnjak- a
team that registered such scores that
comptometers were required to tota l
the final tabulations . During that three-
year period the Ducklings won 11, lost
two and tied one .

The 1936 season was Callison's mos t
disastrous in his coaching career the
Webfoots winning but two of nine
games. The current season was more
successful, what with his addition of

a sensational group of freshmen fro m
a high-scoring 1936 Duckling squad.
The Oregons this season cracked three
records of long standing although they
finished only above U . C. L. A. in the
final conference standings. Oregon de-
feated Stanford for the first time in
history, scored on U . S . C. for the firs t
time in 17 years, and defeated Wash-
ington State for the first time in 1 5
years _

Callison has sent some fine gridder s
into the coaching and professiona l
football field, namely Mark Temple,
Mike Mikulak, Leighton Gee, Bo b
Parke, "Butch" Morse, Alex Eagle,
Bud Pozzo, Del Bjork, and a fine
string of seniors this season .

Callison's coaching record for the 1 4
years shows 85 wins, 26 losses, and 4
ties .

Prince G. Callison, '26, leaves the University of Oregon afte r
six years as head football coach. Callison was football coach fo r
longer than any other coach in the history of Oregon athletics .
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Winter Registration Hits All-Time High
Winter term registration has

reached a new high, incomplete figure s
released by Clifford Constance, '25 ,
reveal . After the first week of registra-
tion 3011 students had signed for win -
ter term, an eight per cent increase
over the 1937 winter term's total o f
2777 .

Physical Education showed the
greatest gain in majors with 43.7 %
more students than last year . Business
Administration and Journalism showe d
the next greatest gains with 20 .5%
and 16.7% respectively .

Women students are outnumbered
by the men by more than 50% . As
usual, the Sophomores lead the classes
in numerical strength of 1109, th e
Junior class is the smallest with 29 7
members .

Dr. Melvin T. Solve, '18, professo r

of English at t h e University o f
Arizona, will teach two summer ses-
sion courses for graduate student s
this year at Duke university in Dur-
ham, N .

River Exploration Told
Dr. Ian Campbell, B .A. '22 and

M . A . '24, was a Eugene visitor durin g
December when he lectured on his lat-
est explorations of the Grand Canyo n
of the Colorado .

Dr . Campbell, who is now a mem-
ber of the California Institute of Tech-
nology faculty, recently led a party o f
scientists through the dangerous gorge .
The trip was the thirteenth recorded
trip down the river canyon in the his-
tory of the area .

The purpose of the expedition wa s
the exploration of rock formations o f
the Archaean era-the oldest geologic
strata known and possibly a billion
years old-which are exposed at the
floor of the canyon .

De Busk Memorial
A memorial volume, "DeBusk

Memorial Essays, " has just been pub-
lished by the University press . The
book, edited by Henry D . Sheldon,
now research professor of history and
for many years dean of the school o f
education, is a tribute to the character
and work of Dr . Burchard Woodson
DeBusk .

Dr . Sheldon inscribes the book :
"To one who worked with Dr . De-

Busk for more than 20 years, the last-
ing impression is of a man, sympa-
thetic and fair-minded, avoiding
strife, always creative in his effort s
and loyal to his institutional responsi-
bilities and to his own strong urge to

help those who were limited in thei r
mental equipment . A man so single in
his purposes, so free from petty jeal-
ousies and egotistic inhibitions is sel-
dom found . "

Dr . DeBusk was a leading figure i n
the establishment of the now nation -
ally famous clinical for atypical chil-
dren at the University, and the volume
describes much of his work there .

Dr . DeBusk was particularly inter-
ested in students with reading die- cul-
ties, and many a student finding colleg e
work almost beyond his ability went t o
Dr. DeBusk and was immeasurabl y
aided by his techniques and kindl y
guidance .

Articles by Dr. Elizabeth Montgom-
ery, Miss Lillian Rayner, Wallace T .
Wait, Max Barr, and Kenneth Shu-
maker are included in the volume .

Dr. Claude E . Robinson, studen t

body president 1923-1924, a graduate
of the class of 1924, has recently bee n
made Associate Director of the Amer-
ican Institute of P u b l i c Opinion ,
which was formed by Dr . George Gal-
lup, with headquarters in New York
City. He has been interested in thi s
field for a number of years . While a
student at Columbia University, fro m
which institute he received his Docto r
of Philosophy degree in 1934, he
wrote the book called "Straw Votes, "
which was published by the Columbia
University press . During the last na-
tional election, he conducted the straw
vote poll for the New York Post. Nu-
merous articles written by him have
appeared in the New York Times, Ne w
Republic, Public Opinion Quarterly ,
and other publications .

After leaving Columbia in 1934, he
became interested in financial researc h
in Wall Street, where he remained un-
til he received the offer concerning hi s
present connection .

Immediately after graduation a t
Oregon, he went to New York, where
he became intensely interested in so-
ciology, and consequently spent a goo d
deal of time gathering first-hand in -
formation as a member of the staff o f
the old " Sutton Place Settlement
House ." It was in this field that he
took his doctorate .

Milton A. Miller
Milton Armington Miller, ex-'88 ,

United States collector of customs an d
ex-United States collector of interna l
revenue for Oregon, died January 8
in Portland, after an illness of severa l
weeks ' duration .

A son of pioneer parents, Milton A .
Miller was born on a farm four mile s
south of Lebanon, Oregon, August 23 ,
1862 . He made the farm his home un-
til he moved to Lebanon to go int o
business . He then taught for several
years and saved enough money to at -
tend the University .

He attended the University durin g
the academic years of 1884-85 and
1885-86. Mr. Miller was a regent o f
the University for 12 years from 190 5
to 1917. In 1889 he moved to Leb-
anon where he established a drug stor e
and book store . He served as mayor o f
Lebanon for ten years, and was a
member of the school board there fo r
20 years .

Mr. Miller was elected a democrati c
member of the state house of repre-
sentatives in 1890, serving four year s
in the lower house . In 1902 he wa s
elected to the state senate, then re -
elected, resigning when President Wil-
son appointed him collector of internal
revenue in July 1913 . He held the pos t
throughout the Wilson administrations .

He was a delegate to the democrati c
national conventions of 1896, 1900 ,

When George E . Chamberlain was
governor, Mr . Miller served on the
state textbook commission . Senato r
Miller also served as chairman of the
Champoeg park commission for man y
years .

$500 Grant Awarded
The Carnegie Institute of Washing -

ton, D. C., has granted $500 to Dr . L .
S . Cressman to continue his studies o f
prehistoric man at Catlow Caves i n
southeastern Oregon .

The grant comes as recognition o f
the valuable work which Dr . Cressman
and his associates have done the pas t
two summers . Evidence of early cul-
ture and artifacts uncovered at the
caves may prove that Oregon had the
oldest civilization of this part of the
earth .

Skull Given Museum
The University of Oregon's anthro-

pological museum is the recipient of a
gift of the skull of an ancient medicin e
man, parts of six skeletons, and over
three hundred stone specimens . These
are the gift of Stanley B . Jewett, Port -
land regional director of the United
States biological survey .
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Webfeet Lead Conference in Basketball
The lanky dashing University of

Oregon basketball team busted ope n
their 1938 conference season with a
double victory over the Washington
State Cougars, defending northern di -
vision champs. First on January 10 b y
the score of 54 to 33, and then on the
next night by the score of 50 to 46 .
Both games were played in McArthur
court .

They were the twelfth and the thir-
teenth straight Oregon victories for the
current season and the Webfoot aver -
age score has been well above 50 i n
every game .

It was their usual fast driving game
that the Oregon quintet played but wit h
a tendency toward raggedness . In the
first game the Oregonians ran circle s
around the boys from eastern Wash-
ington, and in the second the visitors
tried to match the fast-breaking of the
Webfoot machine but couldn ' t quite
make it . They did pile up enough points ,
when added to the Oregon score, t o
make one of the highest totals ever
scored in a northern division game .

There were 36 personal fouls in the
first game, 21 on W .S .C and 15 on Ore-
gon. There were many bad passes and
fumbled dribbles . Laddie Gale was high
point man with 14 counters, but he di d
not overshadow the scrappy playing o f
Anet, Johansen, Wintermute, and
Hardy. A whole team of reserves was
carrying on the war toward the end .

Oregon 50-WSC 46
On the second night Gale was again

high, this time with 19 of Oregon's 5 0
points . But it wasn' t quite as simple as
it was on the night before, for the Coug-
ars had grabbed off an early lead an d
at intermission time the score was only
28 to 26 in favor of Oregon .

Again Washington State was num-
ber one on fouls with a total of 20, an d
the Ducks fouled 16 times. Oregon
salted away 16 of the 22 free throw s
and W.S.C 10 out of 18.

Dave Silver was extremely valuabl e
at the backboard, and the ball handlin g
of Johansen and the driving fight o f
little Bobby Anet were features of th e
game .

Pre-Season Games
Averaging 56 points to their oppon-

ents 31, the 1938 edition of Oregon ' s
basketball team whipped through 1 I
pre-season hoop games with an attack
that placed them as one of the strong
cup contenders in the present season' s
Northern division basketball race .

Leading the attack in the games were

Laddie Gale, Webfoot forward who
made 127 points, Urgel "Slim" Win-
termute, center, who canned 91 points ,
and a newcomer from Southern Oregon
normal, Bob Hardy, forward, who ac -
counted for 84 tallies . The floor play
was dominated by the Astoria Finns ,
Bobby Anet and Wally Johansen, how -
ever, whose efficient ball handling jugg -
led the apple into position for many
of the shots .

This pre-season warmup series ha d
its had medicine, however, when Dave
Silver, senior forward, sustained a toe
injury which was expected to handica p
his early season playing .

In the first pre-season games, th e
Ducks took the University of Portlan d
Pilots 68 to 24 and the ex-college star s
of the Multnomah athletic club team
56 to 37 on two successive evenings a t
the University Igloo . Laddie Gal e
showed his possibilities in the firs t
game by potting in 19 points, and in

the other game the high honors wer e
divided among Anet, Johansen, an d
Wintermute .

Oregon 47-UCLA 26
On December 11 the UCLA Bruin s

came along on a barnstorming trip and
the Webfooters paused in the pre-exam-
ination studying to take them 47 to 26 ,
not without difficulty however, for bot h
teams were ragged and committed 27
fouls . The Ducks made 14 .

On the following Saturday severa l
ex-Oregon basketeers invaded the Mc -
Arthur court on the Union Oil compan y
team of Portland, but were beaten 66 to
32 by the speed of the "younger gen-
eration ." Johnny Lewis, last year's cap-
tain, canned the first shot for the Oilers ,
but Johansen, Hardy, and Sarpola, an -
other Finn, a sophomore from Astoria ,
led an overwhelming attack with 16, 15 ,
and 14 pointers respectively . Other

Oregon 72-SONS 43
The SONS from Ashland fell nex t

-it was 72 to 43 . The SONS had the
lead for the first seven minutes and
Leavens their guard earned high poin t
honors with 18 tallies, but they were
swamped by the combined sharpshoot-
ing of Gale and Sarpola both of who m
made 14 points and Johansen and Anet
with 11 apiece .

By this time the Webfoots had won
their fifth straight victory and left Eu-
gene for a road trip into northern Ore-
gon .

They beat the ex-Oregon State sta r
Wally Palmberg's Astoria Easterns 43
to 28 easily enough, but ran into grav e
difficulties in their second game wit h
the Multnomah club five, when they
barely edged out a 38 to 36 victory ove r
the clubmen. Oregon trailed 18 to 23 at
the half time and didn't gain the advan-
tage until 12 minutes had elapsed in the
second half . Then the score see-sawed
until the end of the game .

Oregon 43-Portland 24
The Webfoots were stronger the

next evening against the Portland Pilot s
and won 43 to 24. Gale who totaled-1 4
points in the game made 12 of the
counters within the first 10 minutes.
The score was 23 to 9 for Oregon at
the half . Hardy made 12 points .

At this time the boys disbanded for
Christmas at home, but on the following
Monday came back to win their ninth
straight game by again beating Union
Oil, this time 49 to 21 .

Willamette University offered some
opposition to the Webfoots at Salem,
but were quelled 57 to 38 . Gale canned
18 points and when he started to
weaken, Wintermute carried on and
made 13 of the counters .

Oregon won the 11th and final gam e
of the pre-season series with a 78 t o
34 victory over the Willamette Bearcat s
New Year's day at Eugene. The Web-
foots had no trouble and led 34 to 14 at
the half . Johansen sparkled again on
his floor play but came out on fouls .
Gale was high with 18 and Hardy
made 12 .

"Iron Man" Fosket t
Bill Foskett, Oregon's 210-pound

tackle and a weight man on the Webfoot
track team was the "iron man" in last
fall's football season . He had 440 min-
utes of playing time in at the end o f
the ten game season, an average of 4 4
minutes per game . In the Washington
and W.S .C . games he played the ful l
60 minutes .

Coach "Mike " Hoyman has brought Ore-
gon swimming to the top of the ladder dur-
ing the past four years . For the second year
in a row Phi Bete Hoyman has two of hi s

swimmers place on the All Americans .

All-American Swimmer s
Jim Hurd, free-style sprinter, an d

Bob Chilton, diver, two of last year ' s
University of Oregon Northwest cham-
pionship swimming team, have been
named on the 1937 all-American swim -
ming team recently chosen by the na-
tional intercollegiate swimming board .

This is the second successive year
that two of coach Mike Hoyman ' s Web -
foots are on the mythical squad and th e
second time for Hurd to be thus named .
In 1936, Hurd, undefeated in two
years of Pacific coast competition, an d
Jim Reed, backstroke champion, wer e
on the team .

Chilton was the northern divisio n
diving champion in 1935 and 1937 . He
lost only once in three years . That was
in the 1936 northern division meet whe n
he lost to his teammate, Bert Myers b y
.4 of a point .

Hurd and Chilton finished thei r
competition last spring and Jim Reed
the year before .

Two University of Oregon freshmen ,
Jack Dallas, breast stroke, and Sher -
man Wetmore, backstroke, both o f
whom attended the Los Angeles Poly-
technic high school, were chosen on th e
1937 all-American interscholastic high
school squad . Dallas was named as th e
nation ' s foremost high school performer
in his event . Both are rated as definit e
1940 Olympic prospects .

The University of Oregon varsit y
team has been undefeated in intercol-
legiate dual meet competition for fou r
consecutive years and has won the

northern division championship i n
1935, 1936, and 1937. In 1936, th e
Webfoots tied with USC for the Pacifi c
coast title .

This year the Webfoots will defen d
their title in one of the heaviest sched-
ules in many seasons . A possible mee t
with the University of British Col-
umbia is also being negotiated.
