DLCD ACKNOWLEDGMENT or DEADLINE TO APPEAL: Wednesday, October 13, 2010 
This amendment was submitted to DLCD for review prior to adoption pursuant to ORS 197.830(2)(b) 
only persons who participated in the local government proceedings leading to adoption of the amendment 
are eligible to appeal this decision to the Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA). 
If you wish to appeal, you must file a notice of intent to appeal with the Land Use Board of Appeals 
(LUBA) no later than 21 days from the date the decision was mailed to you by the local government. If 
you have questions, check with the local government to determine the appeal deadline. Copies of the 
notice of intent to appeal must be served upon the local government and others who received written notice 
of the final decision from the local government. The notice of intent to appeal must be served and filed in 
the form and manner prescribed by LUBA, (OAR Chapter 661, Division 10). Please call LUBA at 
503-373-1265, if you have questions about appeal procedures.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF VERNONIA, OREGON AMENDING THE 
PLAN AND ZONE MAP FOR TAX LOTS 200,300 AND 4000, MAP T4N R4W 
SECTION 4AD, RE-ZONING SAID PARCELS INSTITUTIONAL PUBLIC IP 

FOR THE PURPOSE OF RE-LOCATING THE VERNONIA PUBLIC SCHOOL 
COMPLEX TO THE SITE 

The City of Vernonia ordains: 
WHEREAS, in 1996 and 2007 the Vernonia School District #47J buildings were 
extensively flooded and partially destroyed by two separate 100-year flood events, and 
the Army Corps of Engineers subsequently drafted new flood maps that show the schools 
are within the 100-year floodplain; 
WHEREAS, in April 2008 Oregon Governor Kulongoski designated the Vernonia 
Schools Project as an Oregon Solutions Project in order to help Vernonia plan for and 
finance a new school complex, and; 
WHEREAS, in 2008 the State of Oregon's Transportation and Growth Management 
Program (TGM) provided technical assistance to evaluate potential school locations 
resulting in a team of professionals who prepared planning and design, structural, 
hydraulic, transportation and utility reports evaluating potential school locations, and; 
WHEREAS, in February 2009 the Vernonia School Siting Comparison iteport was 
completed and the Vernonia School District #47 J Board of Directors, in coordination 
with the City of Vernonia determined that the subject site is within the preferred site to 
re-locate the existing schools outside the 100-year floodplain, and that the subject site 
should be included in the Vernonia City limits for the exclusive use of a public school 
complex, and; 
WHEREAS, the Vernonia Planning Commission held a public hearing on July 15, 2010 
to consider the plan and zone change amendment request by the Vernonia School District 
#47J, and forwarded a recommendation of approval to City Council based on the 
application, and the findings in the City Planning Staff Report for File #PA/ZC 10-01 
School, dated July 8, 2010. and; 
WHEREAS, the Columbia County Department of Land Development Services 
responded favorably to the plan and zone amendment request in their letter dated June 24, 
2010, and; 
WHEREAS, on July 19, 2010 the Vernonia City Council held a public hearing to 
consider the plan and zone amendment request, in accordance with Title 9 Vernonia Land 
Use and Development Code, Section 9-01.03-90 IP Zone & 9-01.09 Amendments, and; 
WHEREAS, no objections were filed with the City Recorder, and all comments were 
heard and considered at the public hearings on July 15 and July 19, 2010, and the public 
interest will benefit, and there is no prejudice to the public; and; 
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WHEREAS, the Vemonia City Council, upon consideration of all testimony, comments, 
the staff reports and findings, and other documentation, determined the plan and zone 
map amendment request is appropriate and necessary to better achieve the goals and 
policies of the City's Comprehensive Plan by providing a safe site for a new public 
school. 
NOW THEREFORE, the City Council of Vemonia does ordain as follows: 

Section 1: the City does hereby approve re-zoning of Tax Lots 200, 300 and 
4000 of Map T4N R4W Section 4 AD as Institutional Public (IP) for a new public 
school complex, and; 
Section 2. Effective Date: Under the provisions of the City of Vemonia Charter 
of 1998, Chapter VIII, the Council finds it may provide two readings at the same 
hearing and that this ordinance may take effect in 30 days from the date of 
decision. 
Section 3« Council Clerk's Duties: The Council Clerk is hereby directed, upon 
its adoption and authentication, to number this Ordinance as the next adopted 
ordinance of the City of Vemonia.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF VERNONIA, OREGON ANNEXING TAX 
LOTS 100,300 AND 400, MAP T4N R4W SECTION 4, AND RE-ZONING SAID 

PARCELS INSTITUTIONAL PUBLIC IP FOR THE PURPOSE OF RE-
LOCATING THE VERNONIA PUBLIC SCHOOL COMPLEX TO THE SITE 

The City of Vernonia ordains: 
WHEREAS, in 1996 and 2007 the Vernonia School District #47J buildings were 
extensively flooded and partially destroyed by two separate 100-year flood events, and 
the Army Corps of Engineers subsequently drafted new flood maps that show the schools 
are within the 100-year floodplain;

#862 to include the subject tax lots into the Vernonia Urban Growth Boundary (UGB). 
Subsequently, the Columbia County Board of Commissioners adopted Ordinance #2009-
9 to include said land in the Vernonia UGB and zone said land Community Service CSI, 
and; 
WHEREAS, the Vernonia Planning Commission held a public hearing on July 15, 2010 
to consider the annexation and zone change request by the Vemonia School District #47J; 
and forwarded a recommendation of approval to City Council based on the application, 
and the findings in the City Planning Staff Report dated July 8,2010. and; 
WHEREAS, the Columbia County Department of Land Development Services 
responded favorably to the annexation and zone change request in their letter dated June 
24, 2010, and; 
WHEREAS, on July 19, 2010 the Vernonia City Council held a public hearing to 
consider the annexation and zone change request, in accordance with Title 9 Vernonia 
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Land Use and Development Code, Section 9-01.02-50 Zoning of Annexed Lands and 
ORS197.763(2)(a)(A) and ORS 222.110 -222.183 Annexations and; 
WHEREAS, no objections were filed with the City Recorder, and all comments were 
heard and considered at the public hearings on July 15 and July 19, 2010, and the public 
interest will benefit, and there is no prejudice to the public; and; 
WHEREAS, the Vernonia City Council, upon consideration of all testimony, comments, 
the staff reports and findings, and other documentation, determined the annexation and 
zone change is appropriate and necessary to better achieve the goals and policies of the 
City's Comprehensive Plan by providing a safe site for a new public school. 
NOW THEREFORE, the City Council of Vernonia does ordain as follows: 

Section 1. The City does hereby approve annexation of Tax Lots 100, 300 and 
400 of Map T4N R4W Section 4 into the Vernonia City limits and zoning of said 
lands Institutional Public (IP) for a new public school complex, and; 
Section 2. Effective Date: Under the provisions of the City of Vernonia Charter 
of 1998, Chapter VIII, the Council finds it may provide two readings at the same 
hearing and that this ordinance may take effect in 30 days from the date of 
decision. 
Section 3. Council Clerk's Duties: The Council Clerk is hereby directed, upon 
its adoption and authentication, to number this Ordinance as the next adopted 
ordinance of the City of Vernonia.
