Lawrence's design placed second in the competition . His Block Plan for the
hospital complex arranges parallel, repetitive ward and dormitory buildings o n
rectangular axes around central administrative and domestic buildings . The mai n
entrance road is the only straight road ; all other roads curve gracefully an d
asymmetrically with the site contours in contrast with the formal placement o f
the buildings . Lawrence later repeated the major features of this design i n
his design for the Oregon Health Sciences campus in Portland .

SIGNIFICANCE STATEMENT :
Little research was conducted in San Francisco, so the status of this projec t
is unclear . Edwin C .F . Knowles was General Agent, Pacific Coast Department o f
The Phoenix Assurance Co . Ltd . of London, said by them to be the first Britis h
Insurance office in the U .S ., established 1804 . Knowles was associated wit h
Lawrence in a venture to build concrete ships, and may have hired Lawrence t o
design their offices at 222 Sansome Street or the office at 374 Pine Street t o
which they had moved by 1924 . 222 Sansome no longer exists . 374 Pine was no t
investigated . Another possibility is suggested in a letter from Knowles t o
Lawrence, 1/23/18, in which he referred to a "new office building, a nin e
million dollar proposition" for which he would want Lawrence to "come down an d
take charge" . This may have been a prospect which never developed, or coul d
refer to Lawrence's portion of a larger project . The company also had office s
in Portland, so Lawrence's project could have been there as well .

SIGNIFICANCE STATEMENT :
This design was "amongst the better" submitted, but they apparently did not
win . The building's 1st floor houses an auditorium, museum, picture gallery ,
special collection room, library, manuscript room, and historian's an d
curator's offices . This is a unique early collaboration of Lawrence an d
Holford, little more than a year after they graduated together from MIT ,
submitted under the name "HOLFORD AND LAWRENCE, ARCHITECTS" . A decade later i n
Portland the partnership would be named "LAWRENCE AND HOLFORD" .

Ellis Lawrence did enter this competition, and his design is probably the mor e
conservative of two unidentified designs included in the Lawrence Collection .
A third design is the thesis work of his son, Abbott Lawrence . The competitio n
was judged by Frank Lloyd Wright . The presumed scheme of Ellis Lawrence i s
boldly geometrical in plan, organized with a vast sweep and punctuated wit h
towers and a dome .

SIGNIFICANCE STATEMENT :
This was Lawrence's first full participation in an international competition ,
and he did not win . Many drawings were prepared, but only a photo of the Bloc k
Plan and a typed description are known to exist . The triangular site i s
organized with the mosque at the tip of the island, and with large centra l
operating unit and central kitchen . The male and female wards are strictl y
segregated on opposite sides of the island, arranged as repetitive units wit h
recreation courtyards toward the river and screened from the island .

Lawrence invested in mining ventures of G . Scott Anderson, & spoke often about
his wish to strike gold someday . Anderson asked him to design an addition t o
his store building in Wallace ; a preliminary study, scheme C, in Lawrence' s
papers shows a first floor store exension, 2nd floor office & work space, an d
basement, 25'x41' overall . Anderson intended that the office be finished of f
"high class" with hardwood or Red Gum woodwork . The addition was not built, an d
is of little significance in Lawrence's work .

He
did not win, but his invitation to compete with only seven other of Maine' s
most established architects indicates how quickly his talents were bein g
noticed . The basic form of the building, less tower, previews many late r
institutional buildings which Lawrence would design on the west coast .

The winning design was selected over 8 others ,
including ones by AE Doyle, Whitehouse & Fouilhoux, and Sutton & Whitney o f
Portland ; three entries from Calif ; and one from Seattle . Lawrence's partner
William Holford was the chief designer . Its condition today is remarkabl y
intact, with no major exterior alterations or interior reconfiguration . The
exterior stone facade is simple and direct yet elegant in proportions ; the
craftsmenship in stone is excellent, and the school should be seen as part o f
an ensemble of buildings with quality stonework in Baker . The only other
building in Baker by Lawrence or his firm is the Mount Hope Mausoleum .

Donald's father, Gus, was the defens e
attorney for the DeAutremount Brothers in the famous "Tunnel 13 train robbery "
trial of 1927 . The Newbury House was the first home built on Eastwood Drive ,
and it retains a secluded feeling with established landscaping and steep slop e
of the site . The house is relatively unaltered ; most of the original finishes ,
light switches, fixtures, and hardware remain intact . The house is probably the
design of Sydney B . Hayslip, who ran a Medford branch office for Lawrence .

The Colonel Gordon Voorheis house is an imposing home, built in 1898 and 1906 .
Voorheis lived in Portland and was only a part-time resident until 1920 when h e
moved full-time to the house . Voorheis' son, Charles Voorheis, who later becam e
an architect, is credited with the 1920 alterations which repaired damage fro m
frozen pipes, and connected the house to an adjacent building which had bee n
the office, converting it into the south bedroom and bath . Also in 1920 ,
Lawrence billed Voorheis for "traveling expenses and architectural services i n
connection with Medford residence" .
