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Oregon State System
of Higher Education

The Oregon State System of Higher Education, as organized
in 1932 by the State Board of Higher Education following a
survey of higher education in Oregon by the U. S. Office of
Education, includes all the state-supported institutions of high-
er education. The several institutions are elements in an articu-
lated system, parts of an integrated whole. The educational
program is so organized as to distribute as widely as possible
throughout the state the opportunities for general education
and to center on a particular campus specialized, technical, and
professional curricula closely related to one another.

The jastitutions of the State System of Higher Education
are the University of Oregon at Fugene, Oregon State College
at Corvallis, Oregon College of Education at Monmouth,
Southern Oregon College of Education at Ashland, and East-
ern Oregon College of Education at La Grande. The Portland
State Extension Center, the University of Oregon Medical
School, and the Dental School of the University of Oregon are
located in Portland.

Each of the institutions provides the general studies funda-
mental to a well-rounded education. At the three colleges of
education, students who do not plan to become teachers may
devote their time to general studies or (at Southern Oregon
and Eastern Oregon colleges of education) to approved lower-
division programs in certain semi-professional fields.

At the University and the State College two years of un-
specialized work in liberal arts and sciences are provided on
a parallel basis in the lower-division. Major curricula, both
liberal and professional, are grouped on either campus in ac-
cordance with the distinctive functions of the respective institu-
tions in the unified State System of Higher Education.

An interinstitutional booklet, Your Education, which out-
lines the curricula of the several institutions and contains other
information, is available.

Throughout the years, the Office of Correspondence Study has
served thousands of people from all walks of life and from every part
of the world.

Correspondence courses are prepared by staff members of the
University of Oregon, Oregon State College, and the colleges of educa-
tion at Ashland, Monmouth, and La Grande. As far as possible,
courses parallel campus offerings.

The Office of Correspondence Study provides students with the
same academic excellence that is traditional with institutions of higher
learning throughout the United States.

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General Information

Why does the Oregon State System of Higher Education offer corres-
pondence courses?

Correspondence courses are designed for those who wish to continue their
edu.cation under supervision but are unable to enroll as resident students. Some
desire to earn undergraduate credit toward academic degrees or to complete
professional requirements; others want to complete their high-school work or
meet college entrance requirements; many adults wish to study specific subjects
for personal enjoyment and betterment without concern for credit. All these
people are served by correspondence courses,

Courses are prepared and graded by faculty members of institutions in the
State System of Higher Education in close cooperation with General Extension
Division.

What is correspondence study?

Correspondence study is an arrangement for earning college or high school
credit by study at home. From prepared courses students write assignments which
they mail to their instructors for comments and criticism. Under the Oregon
plan the student receives the entire course when he enrolls. Completed lessons are
mailed, one at a time, directly to the instructor, who reads the student’s work
carefully and makes whatever comments he feels are necessary to help the student.
Lessons are returned from the instructor directly to the student, thus avoiding
possible delays in office handling and mailing. At the close of each course the
student takes a proctored examination. The final course grade may be determined
largely by this examination. However, the instructor usually gives considerable
weight to lesson grades unless there is too much deviation between them and the
final examination score.

Are there any restrictions on enroliment in correspondence study?

Any person of sufficient maturity and preparation to undertake a course may
enroll. Students wishing credit must meet requirements of the institution accept-
ing this credit. Oregon State College and University of Oregon will accept a
maximum of sixty hours of credit earned by correspondence study; the colleges
of education, a maximum of eighteen or twenty-four hours, depending on whether
the three-or four-year program is completed. No graduate credit is offered by
correspondence stidy.

Any student desiring to enroll in correspondence work while attending
college or high school as a resident student should secure approval of his registrar
or principal before making application for enrollment.

No student should enroll for a course to be applied toward spring graduation
after April 1 of the year he intends to graduate.

A student should not enroll for more than one or two courses at a time and
should register for each course in a sequence only after the preceding courses
have been completed.

‘S tudents working for credit may not complete more than eight quarter hours
du.rmg any period of three months, if they are regularly employed or are house-
wives who ore able to give only spare time to study. Those giving their full time
to correspondence study may compleie a maximum of twelve quarier hours during
any period of any twelve weeks.

What procedure is necessary for enrolling in correspondence courses?

. (1) If you wish Fredit, consult the registrar of the institution at which you
wish to use the credit or the head of the organization to which you wish to
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submit the credit. This officer will be able to advise you as to selection of the
proper course or courses. Those wishing to earn high school credit should con-
sult the principal of the high school where they were formerly enrolled or the
principal of the local high school. Teachers who wish to apply correspondence
credit toward state certification should consult the Department of Education in
their state to determine which courses will apply in their case.

(2) Fill out the application blank located next to page 11 of this catalog and
mail it with your check, money order, or bank draft for the fee to General Exten-
sion Division, Eugene, Oregon.

How long will it take to complete a course?

This depends upon the amount of time you are able to devote to your study.
Upon enrollment, the complete course will be mailed to you. Lesson reports
should be sent to the insirucior one at a time as they are completed, so that you
may benefit from commenis and corrections i working out subsequent lessons.
Instructors may refuse to accept lesson reports which indicate the student is
hurrying his work unduly.

The original enrollment period is one year. If a student has been seriously
ill or in attendance as a resident student during this period, an extension equiva-
lent to the length of time lost due to these reasons will be granted on request.
Students are permitted to renew their enrollment for one year by paying a renewal
fee of $2.00. One renewal only is permitted. Masximum time permitted on any
course is two years.

Examinations must be taken within six weeks after the return of the last
graded lesson report, if the student wishes credit for his course. Students not
living near a General Extension Division office will take their examinations
under supervision of an approved proctor. Instructions for completing arrange-
ments for an examination are included with each course. General Extension
Division reserves the right to select the proctor.

What is the cost of correspondence courses?

Fee for each course is listed in the line which gives course numbers and title.
The nonresident fee is waived for service personnel. Fees for courses offered by
General Extension Division correspond to fees in effect on campuses in the State
System of Higher Education.

The student supplies his own texts and other equipment. If he wishes, he
may order these from the University of Oregon Cooperative Store, Eugene,
Oregon. Text prices are furnished with the course outline or on request. Please
address inquiries concerning text prices to General Extension Division, Eugene,
Oregon.

What is the cost of correspondence courses for service personnel?

By special arrangements, correspondence courses listed in this catalog are
available to service men and women, whose home address is in the state of Oregon,
at the following rates: 2 gh courses, $7.00; 3 gh courses, $10.00; 4 gh courses,
$13.00. The only additional cost to service personnel is the purchase of texts.

Under what conditions are refunds made?

Fees will be returned to the student if his application is not accepted. After
a student has been enrolled in a course, press of other work or unwillingness to
carry on the course will not be considered adequate cause for refund. Serious
illness which may prevent completion of the course within the registration period
or enrollment in a similar course as part of a resident program in an educa-
tional institution will be regarded as sufficient reason for a request for refund-
of fees, provided the request is made to General Extension Division within three
months of the date of registration. When refunds are made, $2.00 of the fee for

Seminars in Correspondence

Students who take the same correspondence course may wish to study to-
gether. This procedure is encouraged: after reading each assignment, the
student will find it helpful to discuss the topics with others. However, under
this plan each student is expected to submit his original answers to the questions
listed as the written assignment. Written assignments should be prepared sep-
arately after the discussion-group meeting. If you decide to become a member
of a seminar group, contact General Extension Division in order that all of
your group may have the same instructor assigned to them.

Study Courses for Clubs

General Extension Division invites women’s clubs, teachers’ study clubs,
granges and other groups of persons whose common interest in some subject
makes group study desirable, to use correspondence courses as study outlines.
The careful organization of the course outlines, the many references for supple-
mentary reading and the lesson questions, which are well adapted to group dis-
cussion, make many of the correspondence courses excellent aids to group study.

Groups wishing to use a course outline in this manner may enroll as a
group in the name of the secretary or leader of the group and pay only one regis-
tration fee.

Portland State Extension Center

Portland State Extension Center offers both undergraduate and graduate
collegiate instruction.

Action of the State Board of Higher Education in 1952 merged two extension
centers serving the Portland area into an integrated program offering both day
and evening work. Evening classes had been provided by the former Portland
Extension Center since 1917. ‘A lower-division, day-time program had been pro-
vided by Vanport Extension Center since 1946. Portland State Extension Cen-
ter, which combines these services, has operated as a unit of the State System of
Higher Education since September, 1952,

In 1953 the state legislature authorized four-year programs in elementary
and secondary teacher training with accompanying general studies at Portland
State Extension Center. The third year of elementary education will be added
beginning fall term, 1954-55, and the third year of secondary education beginning
fall term, 1955-56.

The Day Program offers undergraduate work to full-time students. En-
trance requirements, instructional programs and co-curricular activities are
similar to those offered at one or another of the campus institutions within the
Oregon State System of Higher Education.

The Evening Program offers approximately 250 courses in more than 30 de-
partments and professional schools. Both undergraduate and graduate classes
are scheduled and work of these classes is of standard college or university
grade.

Accreditation. Portland State Extension Center’s accreditation parallels that
of the institutions whose courses it offers. As one of the correlated units of the
Oregon State System of Higher Education, it draws upon resources, curricula,
and facilities of all state higher educational institutions.

Portland State Extension Center does not grant degrees, but credits earned
at the Center are accepted as residence credit toward a degree when transferred
to University of Oregon, Oregon State College or any of the three Oregon Col-
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leges of Education providing credits have been earned as a part of a planned
degree program. If transferred outside Oregon, credits earned at the center
may be accepted on the same basis as credits transferred from other schools in
the Oregon State System of Higher Fducation.

A limited number of courses in the day program carry the statement “ter-
minal credit.” These are for students who plan to attend college only two years.
Such courses may not be acceptable in some colleges to meet requirements of a
four-year degree program.

Fees authorized by the State Board of Higher Education par-
allel those established for the System’s campus institutions and
classes are taught by faculty members from the System campuses
or by approved professional staff members.
