Outstanding activities
of the paper were the sponsoring of two major defense drives, the
scrap drive, and the penny parade. The penny drive was conducted
to raise money for a gold star service flag which hangs in Johnson Hall.
Remaining funds went into the service scholarship fund to provide
means for the continuance of education of service men returning to
school after the war.

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The Business Administration School
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>ampus Mobilizes For War Effort

AST YEAR the word “War” was a strange word for present-gen-
eraticn University students. It was something the oldsters talked
about in reminiscence; it was something you read about in history
books. This vear, as the draft took more and more of the boys, as
food and clothing supplies became more restricted, and most impor-
tant, as students began taking their part in the job here at home, the
war became a reality on the campus.

Carl F. Kossack, Armed Forces Representative, probably did the
largest single job, that of official interpreter of draft and reserve orders,
official rumor-spiker for the wildcat tales that had a habit of blanketing
the campus, and official adviser of Oregon men. Helping him was a
large group of the faculty who took it upon themselves to maintain
personal contacts with the boys and advise them on courses most useful
for the time when they should enter the service.

Greatest changes in curricula were in the Math Department and
the Physical Education School. Most of the students in the reserve
corps were taking some sort of math, while all men were included in

the greatly stiffened PE program.

Many activities either directly or indirectly aiding the war effort
were instituted. A great many of them came under the supervision of
the Student War Board, headed by Len Barde. Others were carried
on by previously established organizations. Some of the endeavors
which were put through by University students were: the donation
of money by living organizations to buy athletic equipment for Camp
Adair; numerous drives by the USO division for the benefit of Camp
Adair, including a candy bar and cigarette drive for draftees, and a
clothes-hanger drive which resulted in the University’s topping the
Lane county quota; the wrapping of bandages and making of clothes
for refugees by the campus Red Cross unit; the beginning of the Stu-
dent Scholarship Fund under the auspices of the War Council, the
fund to be converted into war bonds, and to be given to University
students who return to school after the war; the donation of blood to
the Eugene blood bank; the helping hand given to local farmers during
acute labor shortages; and lastly, the service flag decorated with gold
stars commemorating University men killed in action which now
hangs in Johnson Hall.

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University Faces
Wartime Demands

“All Out” Gooperation with
Nation’s Effort First Aim

HE University of Oregon, along with sister institutions all over the country,

this year met the challenge to its existence by becoming as necessary a part
in the wartime emergency as was its usual part in peacetime. The problems and
difhculties of a war year rested most directly upon the shoulders of Oregon’s
president, Dr. Donald M. Erb, and his staff. [.ong famous for a remark ascribed
to him that “this is no country club,” he led the way in proving that the Universitv
was not only not a country club, it was a vital spoke in the nation’s war effort. The
job: carrying on the duties of providing fundamental training to future army and
navv ofhcers, equipping women to step into men'’s positions, running with fewer
faculty members in order to release especially valuable talents to government
work, and. most important, keeping the lights of democracy and truth burning
so that there should be no blackout of these things in the difficult days ahead
when new leaders would have to be ready to take over.

A big task, this, but under the leadership of President Erb, students had come
to realize that the university was a place to accomplish a job and that a task
well done on the college front was very much a part of the war effort.

By the beginning of winter term, when the registrar’s report showed a
fourteen percent decrease in enrollment, students had assumed a more serious
air. The shortened fall term vacation had proved to them that these were times
not to be treated lightly. Under the program carried out fall term by the
administration, Armistice Day and the Friday after Thanksgiving were omitted
as vacation periods and final examination time was shortened. Spring vacation
was also abbreviated. In summer sessions, additional eleven-week courses were
offered to permit students to complete a full term’s work at that time.

Not to be outdene by their students, more than thirty faculty and staff mem-
bers signed with armed forces or some phase of government or research work
directly connected with the national emergency. Remaining faculty members
served as officials in local civilian defense programs, and manned the observa-
tion post on the campus.

Among the war-provoked courses was four year compulsory physical fitness
training for men. Most men were required to take physics and mathematics.
Meteorology, nutrition, and first aid were courses added after Pearl Harbor.

Throughout the year men students were encouraged to remain at the Uni-
versity until they should be called to active duty, and a plan was worked out
which permitted limited social functions to continue as morale-builders.

DESPITE a world war which has absorbed twenty per-

cent of its total enrollment, the University of Oregon
School of Architecture and Allied Arts continues instruc-
tion in design and planning with characteristic confidence
in its non-competitive educational system. It firmly upholds
the belief of its dean, Ellis Lawrence, that, “here, like the
kind of democracy we like to strive for, is the minimum of
restraint and maximum of responsibility.”

Still functioning as the “happy home where students
are helped to educate themselves,” it has added and re-
vamped its curricula to meet a wartime demand for men
and women skilled in the arts of camouflage and defense
architecture.

In addition to the drastic reduction of upperclass archi-
tecture and landscape majors who are serving in the armed
forces or employed in defense industries, numerous mem-
bers of the faculty have been granted leaves of absence to
devote their energies to the task of winning a war.

The school was the recipient last year of a $5000 gift
from the Carnegie corporation. A grant of $2000 from the
American Institute of Architecture to advance art appre-
ciation in Summer Sessions was also awarded the school,
and this resulted in the Cagnegie ISA Art Center again
being held at Oregon for the twelfth consecutive year. Alter-
nating between Harvard and Oregon, this group has met
on no other campuses. The session was attended by ap-
proximately fifteen teachers selected for ability and the art
demands of their respective schools. Last year the school
was left the Mrs. Ellen M. Pennell art scholarships, a be-
quest of about $5000. This fall term it received another
such bequest from Mrs. Margaret Widmer.

The school of Architecture and Allied Arts last year
pointed with pride to Mrs. Maude Kerns, head of art edu-
cation, who sold several paintings of abstract art to the
Guggenheim Foundation.

David McCosh, professor of painting, recently com-
pleted a mural for the government, as did Andrew McDufhe
Vincent, professor of drawing and painting, and Jack Wilk-
inson, instructor in the same field. Oliver Barrett, Professor
of Sculpture, was honored by having a statue accepted
among 300 examples from 7000 submitted, for the Victory
Art Exhibition in the Metropolitan Museum, New York.

“Business as Usual.” No such slogan now dominates our
thinking. Modern war enlists not only munitions plants
and shipyards, but factories and industries by the tens of
thousands. Modern business has gone to war. Modern
armies and navies are powerless without the unlimited sup-
port of the nation’s entire economic life.

The School of Business Administration of the Univer-
sity of Oregon has enlisted for the duration and for such
additional time as the services of its students and facultv
may be needed. Accounting officers, auditors, production
managers, personnel officials, statistician, and intelligence
officers have been sent into the nation’s services. All
branches of the armed services have been entered by these
students. They are flying bombers and fighters; they are
serving in the quartermasters corps; they are gunnery offi-
cers; whether officers or privates, they are serving well.

Faculty members have served in rent administration,
price adjustments, and labor statistics work. Students now
enrolled blend tcgether their training for a business future
and their preparaticn for immediate contribution to the
country’s war tasks.

. The school has redoubled its efforts to train women for
clerical and other business activities, thus meeting the calls
of the civil services and the armed services for trained
women in the place of men.

Profound changes in business will be wrought by the
war. This is inevitable; indeed, it is welcomed. The faculty
members are fully conscious of impending economic re-
adjustments throughout the world and are already giving
thought to the shifts in curriculum and in teaching methods
which will necessarily be made. The students, too, under-
stand the burden of the responsibility which will soon be
theirs in laying and executing the plans for a more stable
post-war economy.

The School of Business Administration is in the war.
Alert Dean Victor P. Morris is the center about which the
school revolves. Definitely in tune with the times, he in-
structs the popular class, “Problems of War and Peace.”

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ROM throughout the entire state come frantic appeals

for more teachers. This serious and threatening war-

time shortage is being challenged by Oregon's School of

Education. Graduates in every field are in demand to £l

the places left vacant by teachers leaving for the service or
war jobs.

An emergency measure to meet this problem, the “Cadet
Teacher” system, is proving very successful this year. A
cadet teacher is a student in education who has completed
the requirements for a State Teacher’s Certificate, with the
cxception of practice teaching in one of the Eugene schools.
I he student is now enabled to earn a part-time salary at a
distant school while completing a regular certificate require-
ment under the direction of a local supervisor. Thus, with-
out actually shortening the time a teacher works under
supervision, or lowering the high standards of its educa-
tional system, the school is bearing its share of all-out war.
under the guidance of its capable dean, ]. R. Jewell.

Keeping in close touch with schools throughout the
state, the School of Education offers many services to them.
The Curriculum Laboratory affords help to all primary and
secondary schools of Oregon in problems of curriculum and
administration. Dr. C. L. Huffaker directs the architectural
planning of new school buildings. Another service offered
is the evaluation of schools by the use of a scientific scale.
This scale was developed by a commission of eight nation:
ally famous educators, including F. L. Stetson of Oregon.
Staff members are each giving several weeks a year to the
State Beard of Education for this evaluation work.

Dr. Pat A. Killgallon of Pennsylvania State College
arrived on the campus Jast fall to take over the work of the
Jute Dr. Elizabeth Montgomery as head of the De Busk
Memorial Clinic. This child clinic is one of six, famous
throughout the United States.

Dean Jewell was recently named by the United States
Office of Education as a Consultant to get under way a
school svstem for Vanport City.

Praise is well due Dean Jewell and staff, who have made
the wheels of Oregon’s educational system hum louder and

faster than ever this year.

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HE democratic system of law, which jealously guards

our way of life during peacetime, becomes even more
important with wartime conditions. The University of
Oregon School of Law has lost many of its students as well
as members of the faculty, but under the direction of Act-
ing Dean Orlando ] Hollis, it is carrying on the tradition
which has, in the past, made it highly-rated.

Sharp decreases in the number of students brought the
enrollment winter term to nineteen, five of whom were
women. In some cases the law school has combined the
work of the second and third vear students, while continu-
ing to give them a full course.

ISN'T THAT “Queenie” at the bat?
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B EGINNING with the Fall of 1942 something new has
been added in the way of University instruction.

After a decade of inactivity, the College of Liberal Arts
makes its reappearance on the campus. This college not
only grants degrees in the science division, but also includes
the social science departments and arts and letters, a three-
fold alliance which was officially dissolved in 1932 when
the State Board of Higher Education granted Oregon State
College the exclusive major science school.

While the other schools on the campus emphasize the
more professional side of education, the Liberal Arts Col-
lege, headed by Dean James H. Gilbert, is devoted to pur-
suits of a more cultural nature. Included are such depart-
ments as English, Germanic languages, Romance lan-
guages, philosophy, biology, chemistry, mathematics. phys-
ics, all administered jointly under the recreated Liberal Arrs
College.

In this war-time emergency the long arms of the army,
navy, and air corps are reaching out for those students who
have had technical training in science. Mathematics is
required for almost every commissioned branch of the armed
forces. 'This year, with the addition of the 4-year major in
science, nearly 100 per cent of the men students are regis-
tered in one of these classes.

The departments in Arts and Letters were founded at
the time the University was first organized. A pioneer, too,
is the home of these departments; Villard Hall is the secend
oldest building on the campus.

For the general arts and letters major, the first two vears
serve as an introduction to the main currents of Western
European culture as embodied in literature, history and
philosophy.

Not to be outdone, the English department, under the
supervision of the speech division, operates a clinic for those
who are handicapped by stammering, lisping, or other
speech impediments.

Courses in acting, stage and costume design, and play
production are given by the drama division. This is designed
for those who want a general college education, as well as
for those who seek the courses for teaching purposes.

The ideals that the Liberal Arts College is pursuing will
be much in demand after the conclusion of the war.
Through the joint aims of expanding the student’s training
in natural science, in efficient use of languages, the devel-
opment of literary minds, and a comprehension of the social
order and its problems, students are well on their wav to
become the leaders of tomorrow.

THE Drama Department of the University of Oregon, inherently
one of the most interesting and popular phases of compus life—
both in its classes and plays, was this year deeply affected by the nation
wide war-consciousness, presenting two plays directly based on world
conditions. Head of the Department Ottilie Seybolt directs the talented
Guild Theatre, while Horace Robinson assistant professor of drama,
heads both the Theatre Workshop, and the Technique of Acting class.
The atmosphere of a war year was reflected in the fall term play
presented by the Guild Theatre, the dramatic “Watch on the Rhine,”
by Lillian Hellman. The pleasant official-Washington asmosphere of
the Farelly home, presided over by dowager Fanny Farelly, Louise
Rossman, was broken by the entrance of two antagonistic European
elements. The guests, Martha, the young and beautiful wife of the
mercenary-minded diplomat, Teck de Brancovis, played by Marjorie
Quigley and Dan Wessler, were set in sharp contrast to the Muller
family; Kurt, Bob Farrow, a completely loveable, anti-Nazi German,
and his wife Sara, played by Kay Daugherty Richards. David Farelly,
played by Jim Bronson, personified young America, competent, sophis-
ticated, but oblivious of Europe’s situation.

The same atmosphere of war, although seen from a more personal
point of view, permeated “The Eve of St. Mark.” Presented during
winter term.

This play concerned America’s soldiers, her fighting front, and
her “home front.” Quizz, the hero, Alan Foster, says goodbye to his
girl, Janet, Norma Baker, and goes away to war. Nell, his mother,
played by Margie Robinson, is left behind, too, but the influence of
these two characters goes with him.

dents with an opportunity to appear before .
realistic audiences, and to offer the citizens of
Oregon the chance to share in the information
that this group has uncovered in their investiga-
tion and research. The women and men’s groups
were combined this year into a single organiza-
tion, under the guiding hand of Dr. Robert
Huber. Current and future war problems werc
discussed, with the subjects of “What should be
done at the next peace tables?”, “How may we
increase our war production?”, and “How mav
we lighten the shock of transforming a war
economy to a peace economy?”  War conditions
also curtailed extensive travel, but the group nev-
ertheless did fulfill speaking engagements in
Portland, Astoria, Pendleton, Klamath Falls, and
waypoints.

Radio Shoulders
Civic Duties

RADIO breadcasting at the University of Oregon is
carried cn in connection with radio production
classes and as an activity of the radio workshop. The
workshop produces programs leaning toward the experi-
mental side with a view to making contributions toward
advancing the standards of radio, and offering vocational
experience. It presents half-hour programs weekly over
state-owned station KOAC and cooperates with KORE
in the presentation of programs for the Office of Civilian
Defense, the Red Cross, the Community War Chest,
and various other organizations which have called upon
the University to produce programs as public service
features. The radio workshop offers training in script
writing, announcing, radio technique, sound effects,
operation of turn tables, rehearsal procedure, and direc-
tion in a variety of program tasks. Mr. Kenneth S. Wood,
instructor in radio and speech, directs the workshop.

HEN a country goes to war one of the first things
it needs is a doctor.

Nineteen seventeen was an eventful year. It saw the
entrance of the United States into the war against the
Triple Alliance. The same year found the University of
Oregon Medical School struggling in an effort to arise out
of a general financial depression. In an attempt to put the
school back on a sound basis, a new ruling was put into
effect requiring only two years of university work for ad-
mission. Attendance increased noticeably.

In nineteen forty-one America was again engaged in 2
world conflict. But the position of the medical school was
far more secure. Rated Class A by the American Medical
Association, the school in Portland atop Marquam Hill is
the only Northwest institution of its kind.

Changes have been great in this institution even during
the last year. Due to government urging, 4 years of study
at a university have been condensed into 3 vears. Nearly
a hundred medical schocls have enlarged upon this new
regulation and have abolished summer vacations. Accord-
ing to this plan, 5000 more physicians will be turned out
in the next 3 years.

Nor has the department of nursing under Miss Elnora
E. Thompson remained untouched by the war effort. The
former two year period of university work once necessary
to enter hospital training has been cut down to several
months work at a Portland school.

Time, too, has wrought a great change in the medical
school. How different is the white brick and mortar build-
ings surrounded by trees and acres of campus—the school
of today, frem the attic laboratory with a trap door—the
school of yesterday.

In 1887 a charter from the Board of Regents of the
University founded the present medical department. The
first instruction was given in a small building on the
grounds of the Good Samaritan Hospital. A decade later
a building completed especially for the school was erected
on Lovejoy Street in Portland, only to burn to the ground.
Following this accident, the present locality on Marquam
Hill was purchased.

During the first three years following instruction from
the new campus, 25 students graduated. Recent years
have seen 80 doctors and nurses-to-be complete a 4-vear
course at the University of Oregon Medical School. Plans
have been made so the graduates in the years to come will
double and triple this number.

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N WAR or in peace, music does not change; but the

necessity for it certainly does become more vital during
periods of national stress. This year, as marked decreases
in the number of students in other schools were noted, the
University of Oregon Music School chalked up a compara-
tively slight decrease. Under the guiding hand of Dean
Theodore Kratt, this school presented many entertainments
to the University and townspeople, without losing sight of
its essential aim: to turn out skilled and competent musi-
cians.

Students taking individual lessons continued to “yodle
and toot” as energetically as ever, and the Choral Union
class held its reputation for being one of the largest classes
on the campus. Miss Maude Garnett, associate professor
of Public School Music, assisted Dean Kratt with Choral
Union Rehearsals. The “choralers” also presented their
annual recital this year in Henry Purcell’s opera, “King
Arthur,” directed by Dean Kratt and held at McArthur
court.

The University Band, led by John Stehn, presented its
yearly concert during winter term. With Elizabeth Walker
as the soloist, the University Orchestra appeared Fall term
under the baton of Rex Underwood. Numerous recitals
were received enthusiastically, among them those given by
Sigurd Nilssen, professor of voice; George Hopkins. pro-
fessor of piano; Aurora Underwood, associate professor of
music; and Jane Thacher, professor of piano. Mrs. Thacher
also presented a group recital at her home early in winter
term. Works by Beethoven, Chopin, MacDowell, and
modern composers were played. Many student recitals
were a part of the 1942-43 musical program as well.

Northwest Music Educators conferred on the Univer-
sity campus during the Winter term, marking the eighth
meeting of the group.

ARD hit in enrollment, due to the wartime demand

of all branches of the armed services for trained men,

the School of Physical Education is nevertheless making a
direct and important contribution to the war effort. Since
fall, 1939, when the first students left to join the air force,
the ranks of men in the upperclasses have been depleted to
the 1942-43 total of three seniors and ten juniors. But a
lively interest is maintained by the young men and women
who are freshmen and sophomore majors, as well as by the

men enlisted in army, navy, and marine reserves.

Oregon’s new physical education program for men, put
into action in the spring of 1942, has been used as a model
by other institutions desiring to train reservists. Approved
by the army, navy, and marines, this set-up makes it pos-
sible for the boys to stay in school. ~All men except those
physically restricted are now enrolled in a strenuous activ-
ity three hours weekly. The former 25 service courses
have been reduced to 5 groups: swimming and life-saving;
track and field; vigorous team sports; combatives (boxing,
wrestling, and judo); and strength and agility activities,

including tumbling and the use of heavy apparatus.

Also falling in line with the nation-wide emphasis on
physical fitness is the women’s physical education depart-
ment. The new program put into effect this year includes
one term each of swimming, a team sport, and body con-
ditioning or modern dance for each girl One term of an
elective and a second term from one of the groups com-
pletes the requirements. Intramural sports interest many

co-eds not enrolled in service courses.

Well-equipped for training teachers and keeping the
student’s body fit, the physical plant of the school is one of
the most outstanding in the West. The men’s division
claims 10 fields, 4 basketball floors, and a swimming pool,
besides numerous other facilities for recreation. Gerlinger
Hall, housing women’s activities, contains a swimming
pool, apparatus, and facilities for team sports.

Presiding genius of the school is Dean Ralph W.
Leighton, and Miss Florence Alden directs the women’s

department.

IN KEEPING with wide-spread enthusiasm for the

Medern dance, interest for this art is growing rapidly
here on the campus.

Those students interested in the dance may enroll in
beginning or intermediate classes, taught by Helen Hol-
den and Josephine Yantis. When a certain degree of
skill has been attained, the student is urged to join the
dance honorary, Master Dance. This organization,
under the presidency of Elise Older, has done much to
provide a diversified program for those who belong and
are especially interested in the dance. Membership is
open to both men and women. A spring recital pre-
sented in Gerlinger Auditorium highlights the group's
accomplishments.

AND REFRESHMENTS are always welcome later.
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HE spirit of total war at the University of Oregon is

nowhere so preeminent as in the Department of Mili-
tary Science and Tactics, which has a staff of seven officers
and three sergeant instructors. Colonel Charles L. Sampson,
as head of the Department, has worked out a stiff bodv-
conditioning program for the officers and soldiers-to-be,
with every physically able student participating

Divided mainly into two divisions, the basic training is
for freshmen and sophomores taking three hours per week,
one of class and two hours of drill and practical work; and
the advanced military is for juniors and seniors This latter
division is limited by the War Department To qualifv for
the advanced work, the student must have high grades and
be selected by the military staff, judged for character. schol-
arship, and leadership.

Advanced students are required to register for five hours
a week of military training. Three hours of this is devoted
to theoretical and two hours to practical work. Included in
the practical work is drill and calisthenics. There are 161
juniors and seniors in the school, which means between 80
and 90 officers will be commissioned at the end of the
school year.

This unit at Oregon is an Infantry unit and most officers
graduating here are appointed in the Infantry, but it is
possible to specialize, if desired, and to receive appointments
in the Signal Corps, non-flying duty in the Air Corps. or
even the Quartermaster Corps and finance department by
working through the business administration school.

Winter term of each year cadet officers are picked to
command the lower division, those appointed officers being
seniors, and sergeants, juniors, and corporals being chosen
from the sophomores in advanced military science.

Colonel Sampson took charge of the Department in
February after having been stationed in Utah, where he
was on the staff of the 9th Service Command at Fort
Douglas, Utah. Other officers are Lieutenant Colonel
Charles E. Knickerbocker, Majors William S. Averill and
Harvey Blythe, Captain Clarence C. Woodbury, Second
Lieutenants Dwight H. Near, Jr., and Robert G. Davis,
and Sergeants Toivo H. Kangas, Malburn D. Mudd and
Ralph C. Burke.

departments, but provide for student hours toward graduation
and a broader education.

The department of Religion, under the leadership of Dr.
Paul Means, helps students with an appreciation of religious -
thought #hd its relation to life and everyday problems. This
year it has fostered the growth of the Student Religious Council
which is taking an active part in student life.

Miss Mabel Wood heads the Home Economics Department
and has her time well-filled with instructing ROTC students in
the fundamentals of cooking and nutrition that they may become
Mess Sergeants. The girl enrollees in the department are striv-
ing to learn the conservation of food and clothing to fit in with
the government’s rationing regulations.

Secretarial Science is under the major department of Busi-
ness Administration and has as its head Dean Victor Morris.

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Summer Session

OFFERINC the equivalent of a fourth term of school to

those attending both sessions, the University of Oregon
summer session this year was in keeping with the accelerated
school program. Especially designed for students in essential
courses, the regular five week sessions were also available to stu-
dents not wishing to do a full term of work.

An increase in enrollment in mathematics and physics char-
acterized this vear's summer session but was balanced by a cor-
responding decrease in enrollment in physical education and
education which had previously been larger. Also in direct con-
trast with preceding years, two-thirds of the summer school
attendance was composed of regular residents students. Dr. Dan
E. Clark directed Summer Sessions.




Extension Division

EACHING to students thrcughout the state, the extension

and ccrrespondence schools of Oregon have had, during

the last year, an enrollment exceeding that of any of Oregon’s

resident schools. Correspondence study, especially, has increased

since the beginning of the war with students as far away as
Hawaii, the Philippine Islands, Alaska and Canada.

Oregon'’s extension center is in Portland where courses may
be taken for resident credit or for graduate credit toward a mas-
ter’s degree.

The visual instruction department of the extension school
sends educational movies to the schocls and organizations of the
state, while radio staticn KOAC presents programs of interest to
the state as a whole and gives practical experience in radio
broadcasting to the students.
