WHEREAS the Board of Commissioners has adopted a Comprehensive
Plan for Umatilla County;

WHEREAS an application was received from the State of Oregon,
by and through its Oregon Department of Transportation, requesting
Umatilla County to amend the Comprehensive Plan to add
approximately 26.81 acres located in the Southeast Quarter of
Section 4, Township 5 South, Range 32, as a Small Significant Site
to be included in the Goal 5 Aggregate Resources Inventory, #P-103-

11;

WHEREAS the Umatilla County Planning Commission held a public
hearing on October 27, 2011, to review the application and the
proposed amendment to the plan and recommended that the Board of
Commissioners adopt the amendment to add the site to the Umatilla
County resource inventory, and also approved a conditional use
permit for the site;

WHEREAS the Board of Commissions held a public hearing on
January 26, 2012, to consider the proposed amendment, and voted for
the approval of the request to add the subject site to the Umatilla
County Rock Materials Resources Inventory.

NOW, THEREFORE the Board of Commissioners of Umatilla County
ordains that the Umatilla County Comprehensive Plan, adopted May 9,
1983, be further amended to add the following aggregate site
identified as Cable Creek Quarry to the Goal 5 Aggregate
Resources/Rock Material Sources Inventory as a Small Significant
Site, located on Umatilla County Tax Lot 5832-3000, consisting of
approximately 26.81 acres, described as follows:
