The Alpha Phi house is one of five Eugene fraternities and sororities designed
by Lawrence’s firm; all are still standing. Together with fraternal residences
by others they are evidence of the strength of the Greek system at the
University in the 1920s. Alpha Phi is superior architecturally to most; and the
distinctive adaptation of the style is unique in Eugene. Lawrence thought
enough personally of the design that it was one of 17 of his buildings

from throughout his architectural practice which he chose to exhibit in the
First Annual Exhibit of the Oregon Chapter AIA in 1929. The 1957 addition was
unusually successful in extending the original architectural composition;
architect Percy Bentley may have based it upon an unbuilt 1941 design by
Lawrence. The University of Oregon Alpha Phi sorority was established in
January, 1915.

A fire on July 29, 1922 destroyed the old gym & its annex which were used by
the architecture school, also destroying art collections of Maude Kerns & Avard
Fairbanks. Lawrence’s hurridly designed, inexpensive replacement building was a
modest masterpiece that set the character for his school for the next 32 years.
Photos of the courtyard appeared often in campus publications. WRB Willcox,
Jjust hired to head the architecture program, was a design critic & participant;
& their correspondence is a unique record of Lawrence’s design process. In this
building & the Museum of Art, Lawrence was most successful in fulfilling his
intent to have his students and faculty participate actively in the
embellishment of campus buildings; & both buildings used Oregon flora & fauna
motifs to replace "the more usual egg & dart or acanthus". This is the only
major UO campus building by Lawrence which no longer exists; decorative art
works were destroyed except for fragments of south wall tile panels.

Except for alteration to the front
stairs and the truncation of the entry gabled parapets of both buildings, and
the addition which joined them, the appearance of both is nearly as-built.
Though the quality of the masonry of these two buildings was never matched in
Lawrence’s other UO buildings, the architectural style of Commerce & Education
Halls set the pattern for Condon and Chapman Halls which followed with
simplified detail, and to a lesser degree, for the Library. Together with The
Museum of Art, these six buildings form the major ensemble of Lawrence’s
career. The School of Business was founded in 1914, and has been an important
influence in regional business and commerce.

Condon was intended to be the north
wing of a larger building housing the sciences, but this plan was abandoned
in the 1940s. The 1968 south addition was not built where Lawrence had provided
a brick knock-out panel, and its character is at odds with the original
building, but Condon otherwise maintains most of its original exterior
character. Its greatest significance is its contribution to the ensemble of six
Lawrence-designed buildings on his quadrangle. This is the major built ensemble
of Lawrence's career. Condon’s architectural style derives from his earlier
unbuilt designs for Whitman College and from his wings of Gilbert Hall.
Fourteen years later he copied it for Chapman Hall.

and in January 1918 a disabled British officer, Lieut.Col. John Leader, a
veteran of the Somme, arrived and became Commandant.

This simple wood building was built to house the Alumni Holding Company, a new

organization formed to raise money for the new campus buildings described in

Lawrence’s 1923 campus plan. The Alumni organization moved out in 1932 and the

building has had a variety of uses since. Although intended to be temporary,

and referred to as a shack, Lawrence’s design skills are apparent in the
proportions and simple entrance elaboration that distinguished it from the many
other temporary shacks which once dotted the campus. These other shacks have
now all disappeared from the main campus, leaving the Gift Campaign Building

as the sole reminder of this lengthy period of campus development. Its historic

association with the campaign to raise money for construction of Lawrence’s

1923 campus plan gives it added significance. The beaded-board on interior

walls & ceiling was used by Lawrence in many buildings of this period, and it

is essentially intact in this remarkably little-altered interior.

The Sherman Hayes Garage had "one of the most attractive automobile sales rooms
in the Willamette valley". The 65’x120° building had a repair area in the north
end, a garage for 25 cars in the middle, and a sales room in the south. It was
built by Webster I. Kincaid for Sherman Hayes, manager of the Overland and
Hudson Agency. No historic photos have been located except for a small 1952
partial view showing awnings. Ormond Bean ran Lawrence’s Eugene branch office,
and probably did much of the design work himself for this mostly utilitarian
building. Bean later became a Portland City Commissioner and well-known state
official. The building housed a series of auto companies until 1942, was the
Lane Co. USO during WWII, then subdivided and housed a medical pharmacy, First
California Co., Inc., electronics shops, and others. The Metropol Cafe (now
Cafe Zenon) moved in in June 1983. Because the interiors have been totally
altered, the historic significance of this building is slight.

The Masonic cemetery (1859) containing Hope Abbey Mausoleum is significant to
Eugene as the earliest incorporated burial place in the city and as the final
resting place of the city’s founder, Eugene Skinner, and the first governor of
Oregon, John Whittaker. Prince Lucien Campbell, UO President who selected E.F.
Lawrence to design the campus and form the School of Architecture, is buried in
the mausoleum. Hope Abbey Mausoleum was E11is Lawrence's first building in
Eugene, and it is one of the first two of five mausoleums which he built
throughout Oregon. It is Oregon’s oldest example of "egyptian" style
architecture, a twentieth-century style frequently used for funerary
architecture elsewhere, but only rarely seen in Oregon. Hope Abbey Mausoleum
is Tisted on The National Register of Historic Places.

The Infirmary was first planned as a much larger 3-story building east of
Gerlinger Hall across University St. With PWA Toan & grant, a simplified
two-story version of one wing of the original design was constructed on the
site of Lawrence’s razed Drill Hall. This site was not chosen unti] after the
design was essentially completed. After serving as an infirmary until 1968,
with major interior changes it became the Volcanology Building. It is less
significant than most of Lawrence’s University of Oregon buildings, as it is
less distinguished architecturally and isolated from the concentration of his
buildings in the older portions of the campus. The Infirmary and Carson Hall
are Lawrence’s contributions to the significant expansion of the campus to the
east along 13th Avenue. Lawrence intended that this expansion be primarily for
dormitories, but shortly after his death in 1946 new science buildings were
relocated here as Lawrence had initially proposed in 1914.
