SIGNIFICANCE STATEMENT:
No photos have been found to confirm that the truncated hip roof was built as
drawn and later altered . Except for this, the loss of the windows in the gym
and other more minor alterations, this building is intact and retains most of
its original finishes . The use of colonial ornamental detail with a wood
shingle exterior may be unique for public buildings in the region . Although
the building was obviously designed to be economically built, its excellent
proportions and detail give it a strong presence and dignity which makes it an
important and visible landmark . This is one of only two gyms designed by
Lawrence's firm in Eastern and Central Oregon (Baker High School is the other).
The gym/auditorium is important locally as the setting for athletic and social
events of the town's high school and elementary school which were held here
until the new gym was built . In addition to the major gym/auditorium space the
building contains a simple stage and dressing rooms.

The original school was built in 1917 . Lawrence, Holford and Allyn's 1938
interior alterations included new linoleum floors nearly everywhere, some new
cabinetwork, and plaster and woodwork refinishing . Several minor wall
relocations occured and a new folding wood partition replaced a wall between
two classrooms . A large room was remodeled into a library . The upper transoms
of the existing exterior windows were replaced with fixed glass . Total cost of
this work was $8,325 (including a new maple gym floor), included a PWA loan of
$3,746 . All of this work was replaced in subsequent re-alterations and no
longer exists.

SIGNIFICANCE STATEMENT:
This building was discovered late in the survey process and therefore not
visited . The incomplete data on this form was compiled from phone interviews,
newspaper accounts, Lawrence's bills, and photos . When completed in early 1923,
the building housed the J .E . Stewart & Co . store on the first floor, and
dentist William Tackman and the optical office of Dr . A .K . Downs and Dr . R .W.
Hopkins on the second floor . It was called "one of the most handsome structures
in Prineville" . Occupancy today is similar, and the building has little
changed, though paint and siding have covered the original character-defining
features of the facade . The appearance of the building originally was quite
different from other commercial work by Lawrence's firms.

The Conservatory of Music was Lawrence's first building to receive nationa l
attention . It was chosen as the first of his Whitman College buildings becaus e
it was "the only building which can be constructed upon the basis of th e
building's paying for itself" . The budget was strictly limited and a "plainl y
constructed" building was requested ; when bids totalled somewhat more, Lawrenc e
asked whether the budget must be held "regardless of the interior beauty an d
harmony of the building" and added that the next $600 removed "will be th e
dearest $600 that was ever removed from any building" . None the less, it s
decoration is elaborate in comparison to his other Whitman work ; and the lobby
is one of Lawrence's most impressive spaces . It set the style which Lawrenc e
had planned in his campus design and which he followed in his later work ,
influencing all subsequent campus building . Although vacant today, it i s
remarkably intact after 80 years and still an important campus landmark .

The Farmers Savings Bank was a remodeling of an existing interior in th e
historic Paine Building, a 3-story brick and stucco building built in 1878-7 9
by Lennon & Henderson . Except for Lawrence's $1,000 bill and other mino r
references in Lawrence's correspondence, the only known record of the design i s
an excellent historic photo, apparently taken shortly after construction . The
design is straight-forward, with a mix of modern and traditional details .
Nothing about the design appears to be particularly significant . William
Holford, Lawrence's partner, was involved in the work in Walla Walla ,
and was probably the designer . Lawrence attempted for many years to establis h
clients in Walla Walla in addition to Whitman College . Except for the Anderso n
residence gates, the Farmers Savings Bank remodel was Lawrence's only buil t
Walla Walla project which was not for Whitman College .

It is named for William Denison Lyman, a member of the faculty for 3 0
years, The dorm is built on the "cottage plan" as promoted by Penrose, in whic h
the dorm was sectioned into 5 separate units organized vertically ; ground floo r
public spaces are shared .

This organization was similar to Lawrence' s
earlier women's dorms at the University of Oregon . It did not seem to promot e
good conduct, and reports of bad conduct and abuse of the building prompte d
calls for greater supervision of the dorm .
