2-HOW TO REGISTER:

a-The new student calls at the Registrar's office for eertificate
ef admission whieh he takes to his adviser (major professor
or a staff member as delegated by him.) (Sec page 8.)

b-Old stndents go directly to advisers.

c-The advisel' provides the student with a study card and fills
in his list of subjects.

d-Signatures called for by the study card must be obtained
by the student. (See page 10 for registrati<m places of
faculty members.)

e-·-The student returns to his adviser for checking of card and
fills out duplicate for him.

f-The student pays his registration fee of $1.1.25 at the
cashier's window. Hegistl'ation fee receipt must be ShOWl;
when the study card is filed.

g-No student is legally registered in the University until his
card is filed at the Registrar's office. Cards must be filed
by:

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3-NON-RESIDENTS must pay the $35.00 non-resident fee at the
same time the $11.25 registration fee is paid, namely on regis­
tration day before the study card is filed. In all other respects
non-resident students proceed as resident students.

4-CHANGES IN STUDY CARD can be made up to and including
October 10, January 15 and April 16 of the three terms of
1922-23 respectively. After that date changes can be made only
by special permission and upon payment of a fee of $1.00. No
permission is granted to change courses after November 1,
February 1 and May 1 of the respective terms.

Attention-Freshmen and New Students
I-FRESHMEN EXAMINATIONS:

a-English-Every freshmen must take the English examin­
ation prior to registering. This examination is held at one
o 'clock on the Saturday preceding registration. The fall
term examination will be held September 30 in Villard Hall.

Freshmen who do not pass the English examination must
enroll for English A with the English Bureau.

All Freshmen must have their cards stamped by the English
department, Room 107, Villard Hall, before filing with the

b-Physical-A physical examination is required of every enter­
ing student before assignment to physical education classes.
Appointments should be made at the men's and women's
gymnasiums.

IV-MAJOR REQUIREMENTS

Eaeh student must satisfy the requirements of his major de­
partment by taking eourses in that department or closely allied
departments as prescribed by his adviser amounting to not less
than 36 term hours of whieh not less than 24 term hours shall
be advaneed courses of the type described as "upper division,"
or Junior and 8en:or work, This major requirement is waived
only in the ease of certain rather rigid professional curricula
which have been speeifically authorized by the faculty.
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.V-DEGREE REQUIREMENT

Two year-courses in a foreign language. in addition to that
offered for entrance, are required for the degree of B.A., and
three year-courses amounting to not less than 30 term hours in
either Science or Social Sciences for the B.S. .

Requirements for the professional degrees may be found in the
catalogue.

These requirements are best met by following the regular'
course of study of the school or major department. To graduaie in
four years freshmen and sophomores must average 16 hours per
tcrm, juniors and seniors 15 hours per term. In exceptional cases,
however, advisers are authorized to permit students to carry as
few as 12 hours or as many as 19, but in no event shall any stu­
dent receive more than 16 hours credit unless his grades average
above III.

EDUCATION

The School of Education provides a number of professional
curricula, intended to provide training in such groups of allied
subjects as must 'commonly be taught by the same teacher in a
high school of moderate size. The curriculum for scienc·e teachers,
gi vcn below, is typical of these.

COURSE FOR TEACHERS OF SCIENCE

This course, leading to the degree of Bachelor of Science in Education, is
characterized by its substitution of an extensive training in the fundamental
sciences, which are commonly taught in high schools, for the customary major
requirement in a single department. It prescribes basal course8 in Botany,
Physics, Zoology and Geology, and further requires that the student shall select
some one of the sciences as a specialty, which is to be pursued for at least a
year beyond the prescribed fundamental course. The following detailed schedule
will satisfy these requirements.

The Upper Division courses will include the courses in Education and
Practice Teaching required for certification and at least two Methodology
courses (6 term hours). The remaining hours may be taken as free elective.
Additional c.ourses in the sciences already begun. or courses in Mathematics,
Chemistry, Physiology, Astl:onOn1Y or Graphics will appeal to those who wish
as complete a grasp as possible of the range of High School Science.

NORMS

After September, 1924, the Universtty of Oregon expects to
recommend no graduate to the state superintendent of public in­
struction for the general high school certificate who has not com­
pleted either (a) a major course of study and one "norm" of
academic work; or (b) two such norms of academic work, in each
case the addition to the professional requirements of twenty-two
term hours of education courses specified in the Oregon school
law; provided, however, that students electing to take the two­
norm course as distinct from a major course and one norm shall
be required to register as students in the School of Education and
proceed to the degree of Bachelor of Science in Education.

Following is the list of norms as now contemplated, intended
to correspond to the main lines of high school teaching, which are
undertaken by the University's graduates. The details of the
cours€s included in each norm are given on pages 69 and 71.
