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HALLENGING THE SCHOOL OF Business

Administration during the past year was the in-

creased demand for capable administrators to meet the
rapid expansion of business throughout Oregon.

Since 1940, Oregon has grown more rapidly in popu-
lation than any other state in the Union. The resulting
expansion 1n business activity has created the need for
more trained men and women for positions in business
enterprises, higher quality graduates, and creative char-
acter in a new generation of business leaders.

Under Dean Victor P. Morris, the school met these
challenges by expanding the staff to provide more ade-
quate training in speclalized areas. Among these fields
are accounting, finance and investment, marketing and
merchandizing, advertising and selling, real estate and
insurance, industrial management, traffic and transporta-
tion, foreign trade, and business education.

Anticipating upper division status in the fall of 1950,
the school placed more emphasis on upper-division tech-
nical business and economic courses, developing higher
quality graduates.

Increased graduate work was planned to afford ad-
vanced training for graduates of other colleges and uni-
versities.

Through business conferences on the campus, such
as the Oregon Retail Distributors Institute, the school
tied active businessmen to its academic program.

Following the policy of linking the student to the
business world, the school maintained close relations with
business and economic activities. Business men of the
state, through such advisory groups as the Foreign Trade
Advisory Board, aided the expansion of practical phases
of the school program.

Added to the school’s business honoraries and pro-
fessional fraternities were Eta Mu Pi, of marketing and
merchandising, and Delta Nu Alpha, of transportation.

Close contact with business trends in Oregon was
maintained through the Bureau of Business Research,
and the monthly publication of the “Oregon Business
Review,” edited by Dr. Wesley C. Ballaine.

Gaining practical experience, students in retailing
and salesmanship assumed temporary management of
Portland and Eugene stores, and tested sales personnel in
various establishments. By acquainting themselves with
problems facing business today, business administration
students had the opportunity to develop clearer under-
standing of their future roles in the field of business.

REGON'S SCHOOL OF EDUCATION was

faced with a major problem during the year 1949-

1950): that of meeting a growing state’s s need for more and
more teachers.

Headed by Dean Paul B. Jacobson, the school’s fac-
ulty brought to education students the latest practical
applications and theories of education. Recognizing the
need for keeping ‘the field of education in step with
scientific advancements, education majors took courses in
psychology and social sciences.

The School of Education. by 1949-1950, had adjusted
its requirements to give the student one of the most di-
versified courses in the University. The greatest number
of courses required of an education major were not in
the school 1tself: rather, they were courses in fields which
would be the teacher’s specialty subject.

Education students did not wait until after graduation
for practical application of their classroom work—stu-
dent teachers taught courses in junior and senior high
schools in Eugene and vicinity, supervised by the school
faculties and the faculty of the School of Education.

N SPITE OF THE THREAT of facing an already

crowded professional field after graduation, the
School of Journalism boasted the highest graduate en-
rollment in its history during 1949-1950—fifteen students.

Gollege of Liberal Arts

ELDON . JOHNsON, Dean,
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EW VILLARD THEATRE, a 400-seat unit, opened
during the early part of December with Maxwell
Anderson’s ‘Winterset.” This beautiful building of mod-
ern design contains facilities for public speaking, speech
correction, radio work, and drama.

Dreams have long been held for a new science build-
ing on the campus, and the end of spring term will find
plans made and perhaps the foundation laid for such a
building. It will house facilities for physics, chemistry,
and biology classes. These sciences are presently located
in Deady and McClure halls; these buildings will be
readied for use by other departments in the College of
Liberal Arts. The science building will be built in back
of Friendly Hall and the Journalism building, and will
be about 300 feet long.

Changes in personnel in the College of Liberal Arts
include the appointment of Dr. Alburey Castell, former
professor of philosophy at the University of Minnesota,
to the head of the department of philosophy here. Dr.
Castell replaces Dr. Harvey Townsend, whose death oc-
curred in December of 1948.

Dr. Castell is the author of two text books on philoso-
phy, a frequent contributor to professional journals, and
a member of the American Philosophical Association.

Dr. N. P. Jacobson, professor of philosophy at Hunt-
ingdon College, Montgomery, Alabama, is acting head
of the Religion department while Dr. Paul B. Means is
studying political influences on religion in Singapore.
Dr. Means left in December for an eighteen months’
leave, one year of which will be spent on a sabbatical
leave. He will return to his position here as head of the
department for the 1951-1952 school year.

A committee on curricular revision, headed by Dr.
Hoyt Trowbridge, professor of English, which is plan-
ning changes in curricular requirements in Liberal Arts,
was to report decisions spring term.

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HE UNIVERSITY OF OREGON MEDICAL

SCHOOL at Portland opened the new half-century
with significant developments in the fields of medical
education. scientific research, and the care of patients.

Departmental staffs and courses of instruction have
been enlarged to meet demands of broadening medical
knowledge. Though physical facilities allow only seventy-
five new students each year, all have been carefully se-
lected from hundreds of applicants on the basis of quali-
fications consistent with the integrity of the Medical
School.

General research and special projects have been ad-
vanced through numerous grants and gifts from founda-
tions, organizations, and individuals and their families
whoni the school has served.

The new isotopic laboratory under the direction of
the Department of Bio-chemistry is serving as a training
center for Atomic Energy Commission fellows and
specializing graduate students as well as continuing the
research on diabetes with the use of radioactive carbon.

Establishing and equipping of a children’s eye clinic
in the Department of Ophthalmology through a gift from
the Oregon State Elks Association has greatly increased
the facilities for instruction, study and care in their
specialized branch of medicine.

Correlating activities with the State Medical Society
has furthered an understanding of new responsibilities
in medical education and the profession to the people
of Oregon.

Approval by the State Board of Higher Education of
a site in the Medical School group for the construction
of a two-hundred-bed teaching hospital was an encourag-
ing climax to this year’s growth.

LTHOUGH RECEIVING their
basic education through hospital and
clinical work at the Medical School in Port-
land, Nursing Education students acquire
a liberal education with five terms of pre-
nursing work on the University of Oregon
Campus.

Eleven terms of Medical School courses,
emphasizing a related program of sick-room
care and community health work, lead to
the degree of Bachelor of Science. Upon
graduation, the student is eligible to take
state examinations for the certificate of
registered nurse.

Registered nurses, desiring further
work in specialized fields, may take ad-
vanced courses in ward administration, su-
pervision and teaching in schools of nurs-
ing, or public health nursing.

The Department of Nursing Educa-
tion was recently rated as being within the
upper twenty-five percent among accred-
ited schools of nursing throughout the
United States, by the national accrediting
committee.

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ITH THE ADDITION OF new facilities for an

increased enrollment, Oregon’s School of Music

took its place this year as one ol the better staffed and
equipped music schools on the Pacific Coast.

A major advance this year was the construction of a
new music building on the south end of the University
campus.

With the addition of the new building, the School of
Music is divided into three units. Unit one, the new
building, houses the administrative offices, soundproof
instruction rooms and faculty studios. plus a specially
designed choral rehearsal room.

A portico leads into the old building, which houses
unit two, or the practice rooms, and unit three, consist-
ing of the auditorium, a reception room and the prome-
nade. Two aluminum-constructed buildings furnish
twenty additional practice rooms.

In order to increase the appreciation of music on the
Oregon campus, the school presents a series of recitals
and concerts by the students and faculty. Student or-
ganizations participating in this program are the Uni-
versity Singers, University Symphony Orchestra, Uni-
versity Band, and other smaller ensembles.

The University Choral Union, an organization of
seven hundred voices, presented Handel's oratorio “The
Messiah” during the Christmas season, under the direc-
tion of Theodore Kratt, dean of the School of Music
before a capacity audience in McArthur Court.

The Chamber Concert Series, sponsored by the three
music honoraries—Mu Phi Epsilon, Phi Beta, and Phi Mu
Alpha—presented three concerts by internationally known
artists during the year. They were Madame Alicia Eh-
lers, harpsichordist, David Craighead, and the Walden
String Quartet.

HIS YEAR OREGON'S SCHOOL of Health and

Physical Education became the first school in the
United States to add the study of physical growth to its
curriculum.

Professor of physical growth is H. V' Meredith, who
has introduced the study of the nature and growth of
children during their grammar school and high school
years and the effect of physical education and health ac-
tivities upon that growth.

In addition to Dr. Meredith, other new instructors
added to the staff of the school this year included Pro-
fessor of Health Education Frank B. Haar, Assistant Pro-
fessor of Physical Education Myrtle S. Spande, and In-
structor in Physical Education Marjorie Murray.

The basic purpose of the school is to train students
for vocational positions. These positions included coach-
ing; teaching in junior high schools, high schools, or
colleges: directing high school athletics: directing play-
grounds; leading in YMCA, YWCA, or other youth-or-
ganization activities; and working in the field of physical
therapy.

In addition to training the regular physical education
majors, the School of Health and Physical Education also
has classes available to all students.

Alums Return for Food,

Student Opinion of Proposed Deferred Living
Reflected in Adverse Signs, Meetings, Handbills

Throngs of returning alumni descended upon the
Oregon campus November 18 and 19 to celebrate the
annual 1949 Homecoming. Slogan for the weekend was
“Oregon—Then, Now, and Tomorrow.”

Excitement was added to the scheduled weekend fes-
tivities by a protest of the deferred living plan to be in-
itiated at the University in the fall of 1950. Signs and
handbills carried out “beat the DuShane Plan” and “De-
ferred Living, No!" themes. Pro and con opinions on the
“plan” appeared in the columns of the Emerald, and
heated discussion of the issue took place in an Alumni
Association meeting Saturday morning.

Spirit was high and activities filled the weekend
schedule. The usual ear-splitting, torch-lit noise parade
wound its way through a thick, soupy fog Friday night.
Winners were Phi Delta Theta and Delta Delta Delta,
first place; Sigma Alpha Epsilon and Kappa Alpha Theta.
second place; and Beta Theta Pi and Carson Hall
Number Five, third place.

Colorful and intricate Homecoming signs won top
honors for Ann Judson House and Delta Tau Delta
Fraternity in the women'’s and men'’s divisions of the an-
nual sign contest. Placing second and third in the women'’s
division were Alpha Omicron Pi and Delta Delta Delta
Sororities, respectively. Phi Kappa Psi won second and
Phi Kappa Sigma third place for the men.

A clean campus greeted returning alumni after men
and women'’s living organizations paired off for competi-
tion in a clean-up campaign. Delta Zeta, Gamma Hall.
and Phi Kappa Sigma were awarded first prize for their
efforts with rake and broom.

Awards were made at a student talent variety show in
McArthur Court Friday night. Portions of the show were
broadcast over radio station KOAC. Acts ranged from
numbers by the Hawaiian quartet to a skit by members
of Theta Chi Fraternity.

Immediately preceding the variety show the Home-
coming bonfire, closely guarded from invaders through-
out the week by men students, blazed on schedule.

UBLICATIONS BOARD MADE its debut on the

Oregon campus during fall term. 1949, The board,
taking over part of the responsibilities of the now-defunct
Educational Activities Board. dealt solely with problems
concerning three student publications—The Oregon
Daily Emerald, The Oregana, and Piggers” Guide.

Under the direction of Chairman Charles GG. Howard,
the board apportioned budgets for the three publications,
discussed all problems pertaining to the three, and inter-
viewed and appointed editors and business managers.

As an assistance to the Office of Student Affairs, the
board also screened applicants for the editor of the Ore-
N-Ter. and made general recommendations for the edit-
ing of the freshiman guidebook.

The membership ot the board, in addition to Pro-
fessor Howard, consisted of the Student Union Director
Dick Williams, who served as secretary: three faculty
members-at-large; three student members-at-large; a rep-
resentative of the Office of Student Affairs; the editor of
‘The Emerald, the editor of the Oregana, and business
managers of the two publications. the latter serving in an
ex officio capacity.
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EPOSING IN LONELY DIGNITY in the highly
athletic atmosphere of McArthur Court. the 1950
Oregana carried on its various and sundry activities with
the aid of great quantities of glue, copy paper, and journ-
alistic inspiration.

While Kirsten Flagstad's appearance filled Mac Court
to the eaves, while Oregon’s basketball team triumphed
over Oregon State, the Oregana staff stuck to the confus-
ing and never-ending task of assembling “The Book.”

Editor Larry Davidson spent out a great deal of his
time cutting out pictures and handling many situations
generally termed as Statf Problems. In his leisure mo-
ments, Davidson drank coffee and exchanged philoso-
phical truths with staff members.

The Oregana began its year with an open house, at
which guests stared apprehensively at the paper-cutter,
sipped punch, and stared at the night sky through the
three-directional windows of the office. Later, a circus-
style sales campaign reminded students to invest six
dollars in the 1950 edition

Business Manager for the Oregana was Jim Sanders,
who attended Phi Beta Kappa meetings between sessions
of looking for “the missing twenty dollars.” Hank Panian
was assistant business manager, and Advertising Manager
Bob Schooling, Circulation Manager Bruce Wallace.
Organization Manager Virginia Wright and Executive
Secretary Elizabeth Waddell comnpleted the business-side
organization.

A generous budget allowed Editor Davidson consid-
erable leeway with the layout of the book, a change which
was particularly notable in the use of color. Art Editor
Shirley Gilbert also helped create a “new look™ for the
Oregana. Miss Gilbert mixed paint, contemplated life,
and told stories.

“Pictures and pastings” filled large portions ot the lite
of Ruth Landry, associate editor of living organizations:
Associate Editor Barbara Stevenson took charge of act-
tivities, while Vern Stolen was associate editor in charge
of schools. Mike Callahan, Gretchen Grondahl, and Bob
Funk. also associate editors, assigned and edited Oregana
stories and pondered the perplexing problem of captions.

Executive Secretary Marilyn Archibald spent a great
deal of time writing letters and poking through the filing
cabinet, which was composed of drawers full of old Emer-
alds, pop bottles, pictures, and files.

Art French and Deane Bond, University photograph-
ers. covered any number of assignments—the campus
under a blanket of snow. the campus bathed n sunlight.
the campus early in the morning, and a tew very obscure
pictures which might have been the campus late at night.

Engraving and second color work of living organiza-
tions was handled by Shelton-Turnbull-Fuller Co. of
Eugene. Offset lithography and inserts were contracted
to Irwin-Hodson of Portland. while Bushong and Compa-
ny and Davis and Holman, both of Portland, did the
binding and cover.

1al issues, and an editorial page with a dehnite
stand on every issue took form in the Oregon Daily Emer-
ald under Editor Don Smith. Blistering editorial com-
ment for deferred pledging, and against AGS proteges
and policies generally, was devoured along with the toast
and coffee in campus living organizations and inter-
spersecd with eight and nine o'clock lectures.

As a service to the campus—and incidentally to aid
advertising sales—Emerald staff members gave up their
cherished Sunday afternoons and evenings to put out a
Moncday sheet, beginning winter term. Occasions like the
Portland game, Homecoming, and Christmas called forth
16- and 24-page editions complete with 3 a.m. “stuffing
parties” for loyal Shackrats.

Faced with the alternative of publishing an 8-page
paper three times a weck or a 4-page paper five times
weekly because of a budgetary problem. staff members
volunteered to accept salary cuts in order to continue the
8-page, five times weekly schedule.

A super-abundance of columnists and their carica-
tures filled the editorial page with humor and cultural
smatterings. Assoclate Editors Barbara Heywood and
Helen Sherman backed them up with timely edits.

The day-to-day business of getting the paper out was
accomplished by Managing Editor Glenn Gillespie and
a corps of assistant managing and desk editors, working
in pairs. Assistant managing editors were Diane Mecham
and Vic Fryer, fall term; Bill Stanfield, winter term; Stan
Turnbull, Hal Coleman, and Tom King. Serving as
desk editors were Suc Cockeram and Larry Meiser, fall
term; Jackie Pritzen, winter term; Marjory Bush, Bob
Funk, Gretchen Grondahl, and Lorna Larson.

Hot tips and beéat assignments issued from the blue-
and-scarlet sanctum of News Editors Anne Goodinan
and Ken Metzler, assisted fall term by Mary Ann Dels-
man and winter term by Lorna Larson.

The position of feature editor, a new post winter
term, was filled by Gretchen Grondahl.

Pipe-gnawing Sports Editor Dave Taylor was replaced
winter term by the duo of Sam Fidman and John Barton.
Feminine interests were safeguarded by Connie Jackson,
fall term womens page editor. Marge Scandling handled
special assignments for the jumbo editions.

MODERNIZED “"OLD OREGON" appeared this
year, introducing black and white covers and fea-
turing campus personalities, rather than scenes.

One of the few student-published alumni magazines
in the United States, ‘Old Oregon™ was judged second
highest alumni publication on the West Coast by the
American Alumni Council, with that of the University
of California placing first. “Old Oregon” consistently
ranks among the top ten alumni magazines in the country.

Under the second year editorship by Jim Wallace,
articles were planned to emphasize the campus expansion
program and picture the changing Oregon scene. Cur-
rents sports and the News of the Classes were regular
features.

Contributors, as in the past. included students, faculty,
and alumni. Among alumni authors were Helen Johnson
and James W. Frost. Dr. Henry N. Wieman, was a rep-
resentative of the faculty. Prolific student writers were
Barbara Heywood. Lorna Larson, Anita Holmes, Fred
Taylor, and Don Fair.

Outstanding magazine articles were on Oswald Gar-
rison Villard, Dr. Miriant Van Waters 08, and Allen
Eaton, '02. One of the most popular stories of the year
was a profile history of the Oregon Daily Emerald in its
50th year of publication.

Published by the Oregon Alumni Association October
through June, “Old Oregon’s” 5,000 subscriptions go
mainly to members of the Association.

Working with Editor Wallace was Eve Overback,
business manager. Anita Holmes was managing editor
until her withdrawal from school in January. Stanley
Turnbull, appointed 1950-51 editor, assumed the man-
agerial position. Lorna Larson was associate editor; Sue
Bachelder, Leslie Tooze, and Seymour Gassner, business
staff workers.

All Quiet on Oregon’s Political Front

Mud-Slinging Passe; “New Spirit” Rampant; TNE Quiet

FTER A LONG SERIES of elections featuring

politics of the three-ring-circus variety, the 1949
ASUO elections spring term were pretty weak-tea to old-
time campus politicians.

There was no exposition of TNE: there was no charge
that Independents were “trying to get Greek houses
abolished on campus™: no one threatened to shoot the
editor of the Oregon Daily Emerald; no one was caught
stuffing a ballot box. Oregon was settling down—per-
haps; gone, or at least far underground, was one of the
University's most interesting and widely publicized fea-
tures: dirty politics.

“Perhaps it's a sign that student political leaders are
attaining a degree of maturity not reached by many of
their predecessors,” bubbled the Emerald. Indicative of
the New Spirit in Campus Politics was the Emerald
itself, which took an attitude of passive diplomacy early
in the race.

“The Emerald must not become degraded by allow-
ing itself to be used as a political football,” declared
Editor Bill Yates. Cleverly aloof, the Emerald was no-
body's football. It said riothing other than an occasional
“tch, tch.” preceded by a prominent and rather apologetic
editorial “we.”

However, the political sideshow was not entirely de-
void of strange and wonderful acts. Two of the eight
Greek houses which had found greener pastures in the
United Students Association the previous year, had a
change of heart and jumped back over the fence into the
Associated Greek Students fold. The two, Phi Kappa
Psi and Zeta Tau Alpha, did not start a landslide, how-

178

ever. Two sororities and four fraternities remained in
USA to share ideals and political plums with the Inde-
pendents.

Party nominations found Independent Art Johnson
and Greek Lou Weston heading the USA ticket; Ed An-
derson and Joanne Frydenlund were given like honors
by AGS.

Prior to his appearance on the USA ballot. Johnson
had been the Great White Hope of the Independent
Students Association. ISA, which had previously ex-
pressed its intention to become non-political, endorsed
USA'’s choice of Johnson, and made a complete exit from
the political arena. It had, for many years, labored under
an oppressive cloud of Greek victories; now, with the ap-
pearance of a new and more successful party—USA—ISA
accept the position of a dowager political party and began
giving card parties and dances. For ISA, the sioke-filled
room was past history.

Political platforms for 1949 were singularly similar
to platforms for ten years back, at least. AGS, challenged
by USA’s crusade for purity and maturity, evolved an am-
bitious platform in a fine literary style.

“Ours is a program of increased student Interest and
of Action by student representatives,” glowed AGS. ‘Ours
is the hope of interest and for action: on student partici-
pation in the student union direction; on University is-
sues decided by joint student-faculty comnittees; on re-
laxed censorship of student activities and publications:
on aroused interest in student government.”

USA was even more lyrical in the presentation of its
platform. The USA platform: wiping out of social lines



in campus politics; student-dominated student union
board; all-campus vodvil and Faculty Follies; water in
the Millrace; more interest in student government; and
several et ceteras, including a promise to fulfill the plat-
form.

A manifestation of the old anything-goes spirit oc-
curred when USA found their campaign posters torn
down on the morning of election day. Walt Freauff,
USA president, noted that the signs were torn down
“between one and two a.m. Whoever did it left all the
AGS posters intact.” Grasping the spirit of the occasion,
AGS stated that a number of their posters had been torn
down also.

"As for the USA posters, the AGS had absolutely
nothing to do with tearing them down. We eschew such
action, and are very sorry that this came up.” The entire
affair was carried off with such graciousness and obvious
innocence as never before seen on the Oregon campus.

Election day found student voters jamming three
polling places to choose officers which would grapple with
such issues as Aroused Interest, Student Participation,
and the Faculty Follies.

General indignation of both parties was aroused when
decorations trom a Campbell Club house dance appeared
quietly on campus as caricatures of various candidates.
The deed was found to have been done in an excess of
high spirits, with malice toward none.

At 6 p.m. on April 27 the polls closed, and the great
and near-great of both USA and AGS met in Emerald
Hall to count votes and display forced siniles. .

The outcome: USA’s Johnson became president; Ed
Anderson, AGS, trailing Johnson by 438 votes, became
first vice-president. Lou Weston, USA, captured the
second vice-presidency, with Joanne Frydenlund of AGS
settling in the position of secretary-treasurer. Johnson
was the third Independent to hold the number-one
ASUO position in twenty-five years.

AGS swept class offices, making the victory or defeat
of both political parties a point of debate.

And, as the silt once again settled in the political
pond, the Emerald found voice and indignantly com-
mented upon Campbell Club’s caricature spree. “Those
caricatures,” declared Editor Yates primly, “were in ex-
tremely bad taste—and not very funny.”

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$2,100,000 Student Union Nears Completion

Building to Contain Game Areas, Ballroom, Soda Bar

OR A QUARTER OF A CENTURY alumni and

undergraduates of the University of Oregon. had

placed the construction of a student union building para-
mount in their plans for the future.

In 1923, a drive for building funds was started. This
was not particularly successful until 1947, when a na-
tion-wide campaign was launched under the direction of
Ernest Haycox, then president of the Alumni Association.
The entire body of Oregon alumni was contacted, and
it was also at that time that the policy of assessing students
five dollars per term was established.

Finally, ground was broken in June of 1948, and con-
struction started the following November. Contractor
for construction was The Ross B. Hammond Co. of Port-
land; the architects were Lawrence, Tucker, and Wall-
man, also of Portland. Cost of the building and its
furnishings was to approach $2,100,000.

The student union was to be called the Erb Memorial
Union, in memory of former University President Don-
ald M. Erb.

When completed, the building would be comprised
of game areas, restaurant and banquet facilities, office
space, ballroom, art gallery, and a branch of the United
States Post Office.

The game area was to include a billiard room, table
tennis area, and eight bowling alleys, all situated in the
basement of the building. A four-chair barber shop was
also to be located in the basement.

On the ground floor, the soda bar would accommo-
date up to 350 persons. This was to include the fountain,
eating area, cafeteria, and bag lunch room. 110 persons
might be fed in meeting rooms on the ground floor, with
a possible eighty more in a second-floor dining room. The
ballroom would be utilized for banquets with up to 700
guests.

Administrative offices would be located on the mezz-

anine, along with alumni and Old Oregon offices. The
third floor would house offices of the ASUQO, Oregana,
Student Union Board, and various student organizations.

The ballroom was to be used for three purposes—
dances, movies, and banquets. This would transfer the
scene of many campus functions from McArthur Court,
which was left to exclusively athletic enterprises.

At the head of the administrative structure of the
student union was Dick Williams, director; Olga Yevtich
was appointed assistant director. They would supervise
operations of the student union program and the build-
ing’s service functions. Ruth Coffey was appointed foods
director, and Louis Bellisimo became recreation manager
in the game area.

The old Educational Activities Board was reorganized
into Publications Board and the Student Union Board,
the latter bening the student voice in administration of
the Erb Memorial Union. Board members were selected
from recommendations submitted by deans of profession-
al schools and the College of Liberal Arts Final approval
was left to University President Harry K. Newburn. Two
members of the faculty and the president of the ASUO
also sat on the board.

OREGON NINE WINS SEGOND
IN NORTHERN DIVISION RACE

Kirsch Squad Bows Again te Cougars;
Kovenz and Krause Pace Team

REGON’S BASEBALL CLUB, piloted by Don

Kirsch, followed an old script during the 1949

season. For the third consecutive time, it finished runner-
up to Washington State in the Northern Division race.

The Webfoots collected ten victories against four de-
feats in ND play, and managed to down WSC in three
out of four starts. But the rest of the outfits in the Con-
ference did not fare as well against the Cougars, who pro-
ceeded to annex their third championship in a row.

Manned by 13 lettermen, the Webfoots fielded a
smooth-functioning infield and a well-balanced outfield.
But the pitching staff was unsteady and lacked depth,
while the catchers were shallow in experience.

Opening the campaign at Howe Field, the Ducks lost
no time in clubbing Idaho into submission, 11-4 and
18-13.

Mel Krause registered a five-hit victory in the first
contest and Sid Mills followed through in the windup.

Both nines came up with a storehouse full of choice
boners in the finale, committing 16 errors between them.

Oregon clicked off wins number three and four when
Washington State came to Eugene. Krause, master all-
the-way in spinning an eight-hitter, plus four timely
double-plays, made the difference as the Lemon and
Green salvaged the first game, 8-6.

The next day Mills sent the Cougars home nursing a
10-2 setback. Capt. Al Cohen provided the spark with
four safeties as the Ducks clung to first place in Division
standings.

Then Washington came South and the Oregon win-
ning streak came to an end. Despite Johnny Kovenz's
home run, the Huskies carried off a 19-4 decision. Rain
forced cancellation of the nightcap.

Next the Ducks embarked on the important Inland
Empire invasion, calling for an exhaustive schedule of
six games in eight days.

In a brace of free-hitting affairs, they split with the
eventual champions, the Cougars, winning, 18-16, and
then losing, 9-5. The series opener went ten innings
before Homer Brobst finally recorded his first success.
Dick Stiles, WSC’s stylish right-hander, hushed Web-
foot bats in the climaxing contest.

Mills and Brobst then fire-balled Idaho into a double
defeat, 7-8 and 7-2.

Oregon cashed in on a five-run seventh inning, and
Krause’s sudden return to form, to crush Washington, 6-1.
It concluded the journey with a four won, two lost record
by succumbing in the finale, 12-5.

A thrill-loaded, ten inning, 7-6 triumph over Oregon
State opened the Civil War series. Kovenz's slashing
single to right field drove across Don Dibble with the
deciding run.

The series shifted to Corvallis and the Beavers vir-
tually dropped Oregon out of the race with a loosely
played, 15-7 conquest.

Capturing the odd game of the series, Oregon closed
the season with a 10-7 win as Krause scattered ten safeties.
The final scheduled tilt was washed out.

In scrapping its way to second place, Oregon compiled
a team batting average of .282. Kovenz hit a dizzy 434
clip to set the pace, followed by Cohen, .393; Walt Kirsch,
.302; Pat Wohlers, .300; and Zurcher, .295.

Kovenz also led the way in hits, 23; runs. 24; stolen
bases, 9. Cohen had the most runs batted-in, 25, and the
most doubles, 6, while Dibble collected the most triples,
3. Kovenz, Cohen, and Kirsch each poIed one home run
during the campaign.

Brobst, with a 3-0 mark, set the pace among the pitch-
ers, while Krause won four and lost two, and Mills copped
three and dropped two. Krause had the best earned run
average, 4.86.

In exhibitions, Oregon won seven out of 11 before
the conference race began and divided a pair during the
remainder of the campaign.

Loss of Key Players Weakens Ducks;
Oregon Sinks to Sixth in Conference

1949 was a disappointing year for Oregon football
fans. After the exhilaration of the 1948 championship
it was difficult for the Webfoot’s followers to believe that
the pennant was not again in the offing. But too many
key players had been lost from the 1948 team for a second
season of greatness, and Oregon won only four games
during the campaign, losing six. In conference action the
Ducks wound up in sixth place, with a record of two vic-
tories against five defeats, tied with Washington.

It was a strange season, filled with great hopes and
bitter disappointment. Time and again the Ducks bat-
tled opponents to a standstill in the first half, only to fall
victim to mental lapses in the second half and hand vic-
tory to the opposition.

Several players turned in outstanding performances
for Oregon during the season, despite the record. Guard

Chester Daniels earned the nickname ‘Cool Papa’ for his
place-kicking prowess, as he registered the nation’s out-
standing job as point kicker. The dusky junior booted
31 extra points and five field goals for 46 points, to rank
second in scoring on the Oregon team, and high among
the coast’s scorers.

Fullback Bob Sanders led the coast conference’s ball
carriers in rushing for the year, and placed second in
scoring, smashing over for 10 touchdowns. Left End
Darrell Robinson set a new Pacific Coast conference
record in pass catching, grabbing 31 passes for seven
touchdowns, to smash the mark set in 1948 by Oregon’s
Dick Wilkins. And Halfback Woodley Lewis set a new
Oregon record for kickoff returns, taking nine kicks back
for 387 yards and two touchdowns, for an average of 43
yards per return.

Despite losing six games, the 1949 edition of the
Oregon football team was the highest scoring team in the
University's history, averaging 25 points per ganie.

Oregon opened its season against a highly-touted St.
Mary's College team, in the first night game cver played
in San Francisco’s Kizar Stadium. 'The Ducks came
through in fine style, displaying good early season formi
to win 24 to 7.

Idaho was the next opponent, in the Hayward Field
season opener. rresh from a 79 o 0 thumping of Wil-
lamette, the Vandals were expected to be tough, but the
game turned into a rout, as a powerful combination of
aerial sharpshooting and ground power by the Ducks
proved too much for Idaho, Oregon winning easily, 41
to 0.

The Webtoots traveled to Los Angeles for their third
game, and were handed their first conference defeat in
two years. UCLA got the scoring jump on Oregon, and
kept one touchdown ahead, edging the Ducks 35 to 27.

Oregon rebounded into the winning ranks the next
weekend, defeating Washington State College at Pullman
21 to (), as the Duck ground game came to life.

Next home appearance for the Ducks was against
Colorado’s Buffaloes, members of the Big Seven con-
ference. The Buffs couldn't stand up against the Oregon
line, and the Webtoots rolled o a 42 o 14 victory.

It was back to Los Angeles for the Ducks for another
beating, this time at the hands of the Southern California
Trojans. Alter leading 6 o () at halftime on two field
goals the Ducks folded, and the T'rojans won 40 to 13.

Traveling to the midwest the Ducks met the lowa
Hawkeyes at Towa City. Oregon had a comfortable 24
to 7 lead when suddenly the Hawkeyes caught fire, and
raced to a 34 to 31 wriumph.

By this point Oregon had established a losing trend
that it couldn’t snap the rest of the year. In Portland an
underdog Washington team got the jump on the Ducks
and led all the way, to win 28 to 27. In Berkley, against
California, the team that got the vote over Oregon for the

Uregon Basketball Suffers “Home Season”

Victories Seen Only in Mac Court; Ducks Hit Cellar

INKING INTO THE Northern Division Confer-

ence cellar with a record of six wins and ten losses,
the Oregon basketball team managed to down their op-
ponents only nine times during the '49-50 season while
suffering nineteen setbacks.

It was strictly a home season for Coach John War-
ren’s cagers as they annexed all the Webfoot victories on
McArthur Court. Whenever the Duck hoop squad
trekked from the home base, they met with disaster.

Forward Will Urban’s consistent backboard work
earned the Oregon player Northern Division All-Star
status, and paved the way for more than one Webfoot
victory. Although an ailing back kept him from a few
games, Paul Sowers maintained his high scoring per-
formance as did Jack Keller, Mel Krause and Dale War-

Loyal
Oregon fans were treated to an upset win over the highly
touted Blue and Gold Athletic Club, as the scrappy Ducks
recorded their initial win.

A spirited Oregon team broke into conference play
with a tight win over Washington State, sharing the
series with the Cougars by dropping the second en-
counter. After suffering a duo of defeats in Seattle at
the hands of Washington, the surging Ducks upset the

Huskies twice in the Eugene series. On the Inland Em-
pire jaunt, the traveling jinx plagued the Webfoots as
Idaho and Washington State each befell John Warren'’s
crew. '

Idaho proved to be a thorn in the Ducks side as they
captured both games during their invasion of McArthur
Court. The traditional Oregon-Oregon State civil war
clashes ended in a stalemate. Both squads won two games,
capitulating only on the rival’s home floor.

The Webfoots shooting average varied throughout
the year's campaigns, ending up at a low .299. In the foul
shooting department Oregon maintained a .592 percent-
age while averaging 52 points a contest. Urban, Keller,
Krause, and Sowers implanted themselves among the top
conference scorers with Urban leading the Duck roster
with 158 points, accounting for over ten markers a game.

In the latter part of the season Frosh mentor Don
Kirsch took over the reins from Coach Warren who be-
came bedridden with pneumonia. Honest John returned
to the bench position for the final fracas as the rampaging
Ducks stopped the OSC Beavers.

Wearing the Lemon and Green for the last time this
year were Dale Warberg, Paul Sowers, Bob Lavey, Bob
Amacher, Lynn Hamilton, Dick Unis, Paul Cooper, and
Bob Don.

Oregon will field an experienced squad for the '50-51
clashes with Will Urban, Jack Keller, Mel Krause, Ken
Hunt, Mel Streeter, John Neely, Jim Vraniazn, and Ernie
Baldini returning for further action in Webfoot livery.
Out of the ranks of this year’s outstanding Frosh basket-
ball squad should arise some prospects for the Duck
varsity.

Oregon Returns to Track Spotlight

Thinclads GCop Second Place in Northern Division

HE 1949 SEASON saw the re-instatement of the
Oregon track team as a power in the Northwest.
After a dismal 1948 campaign, the Webfoots rebounded
to capture four of five dual meets, and hnish a strong
second in the Northern Division run-offs at Seattle. In
addition, Coach Bill Bowerman had some of his select
charges performing on national and international fronts.
In March, pole-vaulter George Rasmussen journied
to the Texas relays in Austin, where he established a new
meet record in his event, with a leap of 14 feet 214 inches.
First team competition for the Webfoot trackmen
was the annual relay meet with Oregon State. A bad
baton pass in the 88(-yard run cost the Ducks a tie, and
they dropped a 5-3 decision to the Beaver team.

On the Hayward oval, the Oregon thinclads openecd
dual competition by thumping Idaho 765 to 54V6. The
Webfoots established five mect marks in this run—Dave
Henthorne's 22.9 in the 100-yard dash; Woodley Lewis
22 feet 9 inches in the broad jump; Walt McClure 1:59.9
in the 880; Bob Anderson 144 feet 3 inches in the discus.

278 and George Rasmussen 14 feet in the pole vault.

The next inter-division meet was at Pullinan where
the Webfoots became the 14th consecutive victim of the
Washington State track squad. Henthorne. Rasmussen.
and Lewis garnered the only hrsts as Oregon lost by a
81% to 49% count.

In the midst ol the season. the two perennial hrst-
place finishers for the University, Henthorne and Ras-
mussen. went to the Klamath Falls invitational mect
where Rasmussen vaulted 14 feet 6 iches and the
sprinter turned m a 9.7 100-yard dash.

Henthorne was the hero of the next meet win, a 70-61
triumph over Washington at Seattle. In addition to cop-
ping the 100 and 220, he made up a six-yard dehcit on
the anchor leg of the mile relay to win the last event and
the meet for the Lemon-and-Green harriers.

The Ducks polished off their fourth Northern Di-
vision foe, Oregon State 66-65 on the Hayward track.
Despite the closeness of the score, Oregon clinched the
win before the last event was run off.  Lewis sparked this
trivmph with a third in the 100, and Arst in the broad

jump, and a tie for hrst mn the high jump. Al Bullier, who
copped the 100 and 220 sprints tied with Lewis for in-
dividual honors.

In the Northern Division hnals at Seattle. Oregon,
with 30 points, hnished second o the powerful Wash-
mgton State squad. which had 62, Idaho was third with
22. Henthorne reigned as the 100 and 220 udist; Ras-
mussen topped the pole valuters. and Lewis nabbed the
broad jump crown.

In the Pacihe Coast Conterence track meet, Hen-
thorne wanaged a third in the 100 and a fourth m the
22(). Rasmussen tied with two others for honors in his
event with a leap of 14 feet 4 inches. Oregon wound up
in sixth place with 10V% points. as Southern California
grabbed the utle with 7114 markers.

Rasmussen also competed in the NCAA cinder champ-
ionships in Los Angeles, and hnished fourth in the pole
vault. In the PCC-Big Ten track meet in Berkeley.
Henthorne ran on the winning 440-yard sprint relay
team, and Rasmussen ued for hrst in the vault held with
a 14 foot jump.

During the summer, Rasmussen added to his num-
erous laurels by touring the Scandanavian countries with
a picked AAU team, giving exhibition jumps while comn-
peting with the best of this country's pole vaulters.

REGON’'S SWIMING TEAM ended its 1950 sea-

son as the third team in the Northern Division.
The poolmen of the University of Washington and Wash-
ington State College stood above the Aqua-Ducks when
the ND championship meet at Pullman was over.

As a whole, the team beat Oregon State for the 19th
consecutive time, blanking the Water-Beavers for the
12th straight year. Individually, the standout on the
1950 team was Joe Nishimoto. In the course of the sea-
son, Nishimoto gained the All-Time Oregon swimming
team and broke a Northern Division record in the 200-
yard breast stroke.

The Ducks first meet against Oregon State in the
Men'’s Pool on the Oregon campus, February 4. Oregon
won the meet, 51-33, as Joe Nishimoto, the little Hawaii-
an flash, took the 220-yard and 440-yard freestyle races.
Oregon’s 300-yard medley relay team of Dick Ruckdes-
chel, Stan Hargrave, and Bill Vannatta also won. Web-
foot Louis Santos won the 200-yard medley race, and Bill
Vannatta won the 100-yard freestyle. Stan Hargrave
came through for Oregon in the 150-yard backstroke, and
the 400-yard relay was won by the Oregon team of Bill
Vannatta, Wade Hansen, Louis Santos, and Ray Balch.

In the Inland Empire tour on February 11 and 12,
the Ducks swam over Idaho, 60-22, but were squelched
by the champion-to-be Washington State team, 22-62. In
the Idaho meet, Joe Nishimoto again played the role of
leader, breaking two Moscow pool records. Jim Stanley,
defending Northern Division diving champion, won the
diving events in both meets. In the Idaho meet, the
Oregon team won first play in every event. At Pullman
the next day, however, the best the team could do was
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ISHIMOTO HARRY LADAS
three first places. Nishimoto also broke a pool record
at Pullman, in his specialty, the 220-yard freestyle race.

At Corvallis the next weekend, the Ducks made it
19 straight over Oregon State, with a 55-29 win in the
OSC pool. Nishimoto again led the team, smashing two
Oregon records in the 220-yard and 440-yard freestyle
races. In this meet, the Ducks won the 300-yard medley
relay, the 220-yard freestyle, the 440-yard freestyle, the
150-yard backstroke, the 200-yard breast stroke, 440-yard
freestyle, and the 440-yard relay races.

In the final dual meet of the season, the Webfoot
splashers traveled to Seattle, where they were defeated by
the University of Washington, 59-25. Nishimoto set his
ND record in the breast-stroke event here, but the real

hero of the meet was Oregon’s Wade Hansen, who came ":';

The Duck netters finished fourth in Northern Di-
vision play, although they failed to score in the league
playoffs at Corvallis, winding up with six wins and three

Washington, which captured the net crown for the
10th straight year, whitewashed the Ducks 7-0. Oregon
State dropped Lesser's crew 6-1, and Washington State
rallied to take the final two matches and edge the Web-
foots 4-3.

In the playofts, Washington garnered 13 points for
the crown, with Oregon State second. All of the Oregon
entries were eliminated from the meet in first-round
matches. Rain interfered with the Northern Division
championships, with the result that the final singles and

HE “TIGHTENING-UP” period

In post-war economy hit even the

University of Oregon campus during 1949-

1950, and with it came new problems for
campus house managers.

One of the most serious problems
which managers of the twenty-one campus
fraternities was, however, the advent of
the new freshman living plan. It was neces-
sary for houses to pledge at an unprece-
dented rate in order to fill houses fall term,
1950, when the plan would go into effect.

Managers attempted to strengthen their
organization in order to facilitate a plan
whereby member organizations would sur-
vey prices and purchase discriminately.



URPOSE OF CAMPUS house librar-
1ans 1s to promote the reading of good
books among members of their living or-
ganizations, and to make the acquisition of
these books as easy as possible.

The librarians are organized into the
University of Oregon Hcuse Librarians,
advised by Miss Bernice Rise, circulation
librarian and readers consultant at the Uni-
versity Library.

Two major activities are sponsored by
the organization—sponsorship of the Ethel
R. Sawyer Browsing Room Hour lecture
series, and the awarding of the Josephine
Evans Harpham award to the living organ-
ization showing the greatest interest in re-
creational reading.

House librarians also supervised librar-
les within their houses, augmenting them
with books from the University Library.
