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ORDINANCE NO. 578

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING AN AMENDMENT TO THE CANYONVILLE ZONING
MAP FOR PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE THOMAS PROPERTY LOCATED AT 211
LELAND AVENUE.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANYONVILLE, OREGON, finds:

1. This matter came before the Canyonville Planning Commission as a quasi-judicial
application for Zone Change.

2. That the Canyonville Zoning Ordinance establishes procedures for hearing Zone
Change applications.

3. That the Planning Commission received an application and held a Quasi-Judicial
public hearing after due and timely notice on February 2, 2006.

The Planning Commission takes official notice of the Canyonville
