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Oregon State System
of Higher Education

The Oregon State System of Higher Education, as organized
in 1932 by the State Board of Higher Education following a
survey of higher education in Oregon by the U. S. Office of
Education, includes all the state-supported institutions of
higher education. The several institutions are elements of an
articulated system, parts of an integrated whole. The educa-
tional program is so organized as to distribute as widely as
possible throughout the state the opportunities for general
education and to center on a particular campus specialized,
technical, and professional curricula closely related to one an-
other.

The institutions of the State System of Higher Education
are the University of Oregon at Eugene, Oregon State College
at Corvallis, Portland State College at Portland, Oregon Col-
lege of Education at Monmouth, Southern Oregon College of
Education at Ashland, and Eastern Oregon College of Educa-
tion at La Grande. The Medical School and the Dental School
are located in Portland. The General Extension Division,
representing all the institutions, has headquarters in Portland
and offices in Eugene and Corvallis.

Each of the institutions provides the general studies funda-
mental to a well-rounded education. At the three colleges of
education and Portland State College, students may complete
major work in teacher education or general studies or enroll
in a preprofessional program.

At the University and the State College two years of un-
specialized work in liberal arts and sciences are provided on
a parallel basis in the lower-division. Major curricula, both
liberal and professional, are grouped on either campus in ac-
cordance with the distinctive functions of the respective institu-
tions in the unified State System of Higher Education.

An interinstitutional booklet, Your Education, which out-
lines the curricula of the several institutions and contains other
information, is available. For a copy, write to Division of Infor-
mation, Board of Higher Education, P. O. Box 5175, Eugene,
Oregon.
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General Information

Why does the Oregon state system of higher education offer corre-
spondence courses?

Correspondence courses are designed for those who wish to continue
their education under supervision but are unable to enroll as resident
students. Some desire to earn undergraduate credit toward academic
degrees or to complete professional requirements; others want to com-
plete their high-school work or meet college entrance requirements;
many adults wish to study specific subjects for personal enjoyment
and betterment without concern for credit. All such persons are served
by correspondence courses.

Courses are prepared and graded by faculty members of institutions
in the State system of higher education in close cooperation with Gen-
eral Extension Division,

What is correspondence study?

Correspondence study is an arrangement for earning college or high-
school credit by study at home. Under the Oregon plan, the student
receives the entire course when he enrolls. Completed lessons are
mailed directly to the instructor, who reads the student’s work care-
fully and makes whatever comments he feels are necessary to help the
student. Lesson reports should be sent to the instructor one at a time
as they are completed so that a student may benefit from comments and
corrections in working out subsequent lessons. Instructors may refuse
to accept lesson reports which indicate the student is hurrying his work
unduly. Lessons are returned from the instructor directly to the stu-
dent. At the close of most courses, the student takes a proctored exam-
ination. The final grade may be determined largely by this examination.
However, the instructor usually gives considerable weight to lesson
grades unless there is too much difference between these and the final
examination score.

Are there any restrictions on enroliment in correspondence study?

Any person of sufficient maturity and preparation to undertake a
course may enroll. A student wishing to earn credit must meet the
requirements of the institution accepting this credit. The prerequisites
listed for certain courses apply only in cases where a student intends to
submit the credits he earns through correspondence study to an institu-
tion in partial fulfillment of his degree requirements. The University
of Oregon, Oregon State College, Portland State College, and the
colleges of education will accept a maximum of sixty hours of credit
earned by correspondence study.

8 CORRESPONDENCE STUDY

No graduate credit is offered by correspondence study.

Any student desiring to enroll in correspondence work while at-
tending college or high school as a resident student should obtain ap-
proval of his registrar or principal before making application for en-
rollment.

No student should enroll for a course to be applied toward spring
graduation after April 1 of the year in which he intends to graduate.
Courses must be completed at least three weeks prior to the date of
graduation.

A student should not enroll for more than one or two courses at a
time and should register for each course in a sequence only after the
preceding courses have been completed.

What procedure is necessary for enrolling in correspondence courses?

(1) A student wishing college credit should consult the registrar
of the institution at which he wishes to use the credit or the head of
the organization to which he wishes to submit the credit. This person
will be able to advise the student as to the selection of the proper course
or courses. A student wishing to earn high-school credit should consult
the principal of the high school where he was formerly enrolled or the
principal of the local high school.

(2) Fill out the application blank in the center of this catalog and
mail it with a check, money order, or bank draft for the fee to the office
of Correspondence Study, General Extension Division, Eugene, Ore-
gon.

How long will it take to complete a course?

This depends on the amount of time a student is able to devote to his
study. The original enrollment period is one year. If a student has
been seriously ill or in attendance as a resident student during this
period, an extension equivalent to the length of time lost due to these
reasons will be granted on request. Students are permitted to renew
their enrollment for one year by paying a renewal fee of $2.00. Only
one renewal is permitted. Maximum time allowed on any course is two
years.

How does a student make arrangements to take a final examination?

Examinations must be taken within six weeks after the return of
the last graded lesson report if the student wishes credit for his course.
Students not living near a General Extension Division office or a State
System campus will take their examinations under. the supervision of
an approved proctor. Instructions for making arrangements for an
examination are included with each course. General Extension Division
reserves the right to select the proctor.
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What are the fees for correspondence courses?

Fees for each course in this catalog are listed in the line which gives
course number and title. The nonresident fee is waived for service
personnel. Fees for courses offered by General Extension Division cor-
respond to fees in effect on campuses in the State System of Higher
Education.

Where may textbooks be obtained?

The student supplies his own texts and other equipment. If he
wishes, he may order these from the University of Oregon Coopera-
tive Store, Eugene, Oregon. Text prices are furnished with the course
outline or on request. Please address inquiries concerning text prices
to the Office of Correspondence Study, General Extension Division,
Eugene, Oregon.

It is the aim of the General Extension Division to keep its corre-
spondence courses up to date, and new textbook editions are adopted as
soon as possible when new or reorganized material is introduced. For
this reason, a student should obtain the texts for a course only after
he has enrolled and has received confirmation of the books currently
in use.

General Extension Division does not handle refunds on texts.

A student seeking a refund should contact the store from which the
text was purchased.

Under what conditions are refunds made?

After a student has enrolled in a course, press of other work or un-
willingness to carry on the course will not be considered adequate
cause for a refund. Serious illness, which may prevent completion of
the course within the registration period, or enrollment in a similar
course as part of a resident program in an educational institution will
be regarded as sufficient reason for a request for a refund of fees, pro-
vided the request is made to General Extension Division within three
months of the date of registration. When refunds are made, $2.00 of
the fee for each course will be retained to cover the cost of registration.
No course fee will be refunded after a student has submitted lesson
reports.

Is it permissible to transfer to another course?

A student may transfer from one course to another any time during
the first six months of his enrollment. Fee for this service is $1.00 plus
any necessary fee adjustment and $1.00 for each assignment which
has been corrected in the original course. Transfer of enrollment to
another person will be permitted only when the person to whom the
course is to be transferred is a member of the student’s immediate
family. In such a transfer the regulations listed above will apply.
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How is correspondence study graded?

The quality of student work is measured by a system of grades con-
sisting of: 4, B, C, D, F, Inc. The grade of 4 denotes exceptional ac-
complishment ; B, superior; C, average; D, inferior, F, failure; Inc,
incomplete.

May a friend or tutor assist with correspondence lessons?

Yes. However, evidence of submitting the work of another instead of
doing original work will mean that a grade of F for the course will be
given automatically.

May correspondence courses be used for teacher certification?

In general, the answer is yes. However, it is recommended in all
cases that a student check with the department of education in his
state. That office will indicate to a student the courses which he needs
for certification and will also call his attention to any limitations con-
cerning the manner in which those courses may be taken.

May service personnel enroll for correspondence courses through

USAFI?
Yes. The General Extension Division has a correspondence study

contract with the United States Armed Forces Institute. Under the
terms of this contract, the Government pays instruction costs and the
student pays nominal enrollment fees plus the cost of the text or texts.
Most of the courses listed in this bulletin are available under the USAFI
contract. For complete information concerning fees and courses, consult
your unit Education Officer or write to USAFI, Madison 3, Wiscon-
sin.

How is credit earned through telecourses?

General Extension Division is cooperating with State System cam-
puses and several local television stations in presenting telecourses
which may be taken for college credit. The student who wishes to
use a telecourse for credit must register for the proper course through
the Office of Correspondence Study. He earns the credit by doing the
correspondence lessons and taking the final examination. The telecasts
are intended to help students with their correspondence courses. Al-
though telecasts do not necessarily parallel the course presentation,
students should find them very helpful.

May tapes be used instead of written lessons?

The use of tapes is sometimes permitted as a substitute for writing the
assignments for correspondence courses in the case of handicapped
individuals. Interested individuals should contact the Office of Cor-
respondence Study, General Extension Division, Eugene, Oregon.
What other colleges or universities offer correspondence study?

High School Courses

These courses are offered in cooperation with the office of the State Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction and, when approved by the student’s high-school
principal, may be applied for credit toward graduation. General Extension Division
does not grant diplomas; this is done by the local high school. Regardless of his
age, the student wishing to graduate from high school through the use of cor-
respondence siudy should consult his high-school principal who will advise him
in the selection of courses. Credit earned through General Extension Division may
be transferred to the high school at which it is to be used.

These courses also may be used by students who wish to clear college entrance
deficiencies.

College credit will not be given for any of the high-school courses listed below,
but college entrance credit will be granted for satisfactory completion of any of
them.

A unit, when applied to high-school credit, means the equivalent of five reci-
tations per week of not less than forty minutes each in one branch of study, for
the school year of not less than thirty-six weeks.

Numbers following the title of a course indicate: (1) unit (u.) of high-school
or college entrance credit; (2) number of assignments (a.); (3) fee.

Seminars in Correspondence

discussion-group meeting. If you decide to become a member of a seminar group,
contact General Extension Division in order that all of your group may have the
same instructor assigned to them.

Study Courses for Clubs

General Extension Division invites women’s clubs, teachers’ study clubs,
granges and other groups of persons whose common interest in some subject makes
group study desirable, to use correspondence courses as study outlines. The care-
ful organijzation of the course outlines, the many references for supplementary
reading and the lesson questions, which are well adapted to group discussion,
make many of the correspondence courses excellent aids to group study.

Such a report
should represent the conclusions of the group as determined by general discussion
of the members. Members of the group who wish to secure credit for their work
may enroll individually, submit their own reports on each assignment and fulfill
all other requirements of the course. Such members should find the group dis-
cussions of special value and interest in connection with their work.

The Department of

The program of the Department of State-Wide Services in-
cludes extension classes outside Portland, in-setvice teacher
education, conferences and workshops, and correspondence
study.

Through its program of state-wide extension classes, Gen-
eral Extension Division provides the people of Oregon with
opportunities for college instruction and educational growth
in their home communities. Courses will be organized in any
community which can furnish a suitable meeting place for a
class and give assurance of an enrollment large enough to pay,
through course fees, the cost of providing an instructor. The
state-wide extension program includes both courses for college
credit and non-credit courses. Through the Department of
State-Wide Services, General Extension Division cooperates
in the operation of Central Oregon Community College at
Bend, Oregon.

Correspondence study at home under competent supervision
is provided through carefully organized courses of instruction
prepared by members of the faculties of the Oregon State Sys-
tem of Higher Education. These lesson outlines take the place
of lectures and class exercises given to students in residence.
More than two hundred courses in a wide variety of subjects
are offered. Courses may be taken without credit by persons
who enjoy the intellectual stimulus of organized, directed
study, or they may be taken for credit toward a college degree.
