There were 26 different building types such as barracks, mess halls,
hospital, recreation building etc. The cantonment housed 2500 service men.
The buildings were of a temporary nature, a magazine picture shows simple wood
frame 1 and 2 story buildings. The site was extremely difficult to build on as
it was located on top of an old lake bottom. An article in the PACIFIC BUILDER
AND ENGINEER goes into detail about the engineering problems of the site.
Though the work was complete by April 1941, Lawrence was retained by the Corps
until 1942 according to correspondence. It is not known whether he had any
involvement with other cantonments located in other states. The site was
dismantled and the Portland International Airport was built in the 1950°s.

doctors persuaded the University of Oregon to establish a separate medical :

school in Portland in 1887. In 1919 a new campus was established on Marguam |

Hi11l on land donated by Oregon Railroad & Navigation company and the C. S.

Jackson estate. Drs. S.E. Josephi and A.K.J. MacKenzie were the first two

deans of the school. This bldg, the original Medical School bldg, was named 5

MacKenzie Hall in 1920. The project was a joint venture with Whitehouse and

Fouihoux as a result of confusion over who had hiring respons. It is signi-

ficant locally as an example of Lawrence’s instititutional designs and also

because of its historical associations. The bldg has served a variety of fun-
ctions over the years. The School continues to be an important asset to Ptld.

Lawrence was appalled at the waste
of taxpayer money being put into temporary housing. He expressed fears that
the stock plans would not hold up in a strong wind or snow storm and attempted
to persuade the U.S. Govt. to use a different plan and to consider permanent
housing, but to no avail. At least 15 other such developments were constructed
in the Portiand metro area. Only one development was to be permanent, the
Columbia Villa complex which is extant. L.H.A. also designed the Bellaria
Court project or the dormitories for the Portland Air Base (see inventory form,
