The Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) received the attached notice of 
adoption.

Appeal Procedures* 

DLCD ACKNOWLEDGMENT or DEADLINE TO APPEAL: March 6, 2008 

This amendment was submitted to DLCD for review prior to adoption with less than the required 45-
day notice. Pursuant to ORS 197.830 (2)(b) only persons who participated in the local government 
proceedings leading to adoption of the amendment are eligible to appeal this decision to the Land 
Use Board of Appeals (LUBA). 

If you wish to appeal, you must file a notice of intent to appeal with the Land Use Board of Appeals 
(LUBA) no later than 21 days from the date the decision was mailed to you by the local government. 
If you have questions, check with the local government to determine the appeal deadline. Copies of 
the notice of intent to appeal must be served upon the local government and others who received 
written notice of the final decision from the local government. The notice of intent to appeal must be 
served and filed in the form and manner prescribed by LUBA, (OAR Chapter 661, Division 10). 
Please call LUBA at 503-373-1265, if you have questions about appeal procedures. 

*NOTE: THE APPEAL DEADLINE IS BASED UPON THE DATE THE DECISION 
WAS MAILED BY LOCAL GOVERNMENT. A DECISION MAY HAVE 
BEEN MAILED TO YOU ON A DIFFERENT DATE THAN IT WAS MAILED 
TO DLCD. AS A RESULT YOUR APPEAL DEADLINE MAY BE EARLIER 
THAN THE DATE SPECIFIED ABOVE.

IN THE MATTER OF FILE NUMBER CLUP/ZC 1-08 FINAL ORDER 

WHEREAS, Klamath County Planning, a division of Klamath County Community Development 
Department, applicant, requested legislative adoption of an electronic version of the 1984 Zoning 
Map and successive Overlays (Goal 5 Significant Resources Big Game Winter Range Overlay, 
Klamath Falls Airport - Kingsley Field Noise Overlay, and Klamath Falls Airport - Kingsley 
Field Approach Safety Overlay) with all appropriate and subsequent amendments, and 

WHEREAS, the electronic version of the 1984 Zoning Map, upon adoption shall be referred to 
as the Official Klamath County Zoning Map; and 

WHEREAS, the Klamath County Planning Department provided proper notice of a public 
hearing held on January 22, 2008 before the Klamath County Planning Commission and Board 
of County Commissioners; and 

WHEREAS, the Klamath County Planning Department provided written notice of the public 
hearing to 2,952 property owners, with properties that were identified to have a Zone Map 
discrepancy; and 

WHEREAS, the Klamath County Planning Commission deliberated to a decision, concluding the 
proposed legislative adoption was consistent with the COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, and 

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2008, based on testimony entered and consideration of the whole 
record, the Klamath County Planning Commission adopted as its own the Findings of Fact 
provided in the Staff Report. Based upon adoption of its Findings of Fact, the Klamath County 
Planning Commission concluded the electronic version of the 1984 Zoning Map was a true and 
accurate representation and no change in official zoning be afforded by this adoption; with the 
exception that some discrepancies may exist and forwarded a recommendation of approval of 
File Number CLUP/ZC 1-08 to the Board of County Commissioners; and 

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2008, based on testimony entered and consideration of the Findings 
of Fact adopted by the Klamath County Planning Commission and upon a unanimous 
recommendation for approval, the Board of County Commissioners APPROVED File Number 
CLUP/ZC 1-08; with conditions. The Board of County Commissioners as a condition of 
approval provides and orders the Klamath County Planning Director to continue identifying any 
zoning discrepancy and make appropriate changes to the Official Klamath County Zoning Map 
through the Type I Administrative Review process identified in Klamath County Land 
Development Code Article 22.030, with no fee to the 2,952 property owners identified with a 
discrepancy; and 



NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF COMMISSONERS OF KLAMATH COUNTY 
ORDERS AS FOLLOWS: 

The Klamath County 1984 Zoning Map is hereby adopted in electronic form with all known 
amendments; and 

The Klamath County Planning Director hereby is provided the authority to make 
appropriate, at no fee, (non-rezoning) corrections to those 2,952 properties 
identified as having possible mapping discrepancy using the Type I 
Administrative Review process identified in Klamath County Land Development 
Code Article 22.030. 

The electronic version of Klamath County 1984 Zoning Map shall be hereafter designated as 
the Official Klamath County Zoning Map; and 

The Klamath County Planning Director shall designate the electronic repository 
(server or media) for which the Official Klamath County Zoning Map is held. 

The Official Klamath County Zoning Map, with this adoption, shall include the following 
electronic map Overlays: 

Goal 5 Significant Resources Big Game Winter Range Overlay 
Klamath Falls Airport - Kingsley Field Noise Overlay, and 
Klamath Falls Airport - Kingsley Field Approach Safety Overlay
