WHEREAS, a proposal to annex the subject property into the City of Beaverton is scheduled 
for City Council consideration on November 17, 2008, and,

WHEREAS, the Washington County - City of Beaverton Urban Planning Area Agreement 
specifies that "upon annexation the City agrees to convert County plan and 
zoning designations to City plan and zoning designations which most closely 
approximate the density, use provisions and standards of the County 
designations"; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 4187 Section 1.4.3.B.6 and Ordinance 2050 Section 
40.97 15.C, the Beaverton Planning Services Division, on September 29, 2008 
published a written staff report with findings and recommendations demonstrating 
applicability of the UPAA to the proposed action a minimum seven (7) calendar 
days in advance of the scheduled City Council meeting on November 17, 2008; 
and, 

WHEREAS the City Council adopts as to criteria, facts and findings described in Community 
Development Department staff report on CPA2008-0007/ZMA2008-0008 by 
Associate Planner Jeff Salvon, dated September 29, 2008, and attached hereto 
as Exhibit "B"; now, therefore, 

THE CITY OF BEAVERTON ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1 Ordinance No. 4187, the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, is amended to 
designate the subject properties on Map and Tax Lot 1S1 30 DD 01700 
Neighborhood Residential - Standard Density, as shown on Exhibit "A". 

Section 2 Ordinance No. 2050, the Zoning Map, is amended to designate the properties on 
Map and Tax Lots 1S1 30 DD 01700 Urban Standard Density (R7), as shown on 
Exhibit "A" 

Section 3. This ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days after its adoption by the 
council and approval by the mayor or upon the effective date of the ordinance 
annexing the subject property, whichever is later.
