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Academic Regulations

GENERAL PROCEDURES

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY. Each student is considered responsible for knowing and
following the published rules and regulations of the University. If the University is obliged to make
any changes, they will be considered effective from the date of publication.

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES. Students are formally admitted to the University
through the Office of Admissions. The maintenance of students’ academic records is the responsi-
bility of the Registrar’s Office; petitions for special action are filed in this office and referred to
the Academic Requirements or the Scholastic Deficiency Committee. The administration of stu-
dents’ non-academic interests and the correlation of these with academic situations, and assistance
in preparing petitions to the Scholastic Deficiency Committee, are responsibilities of the Office of
Student Affairs. The Office of Academic Advising and the academic deans and department heads
are involved in advising, instructing, and grading students’ academic work.

REGISTRATION AND CHANGES

PROCEDURE. To register for University work for credit, a student obtains certain pre-
pared documents from the Registrar (having filed adequate advance notice of intent to register,
required for regular but not for summer sessions). He then consults a faculty member who serves
as academic adviser for planning his study program, He is accepted by the respective departments
concerned, for enrollment in his chosen courses. He is checked by Student Affairs and Registrar’s
clerks for various purposes, and pays registration fees to the Cashier. Registration regularly is
scheduled for days shortly before classes begin each term. Late registration carries a penalty fee,
and 1is cut off by the published deadline.

MATERIALS. Among each student’s registration materials are the Time Schedule of Classes
and the photocopy of his record (once each year) which are primarily for his information and use;
then the latter should be filed with his adviser. The University’s official record of registration in-
cludes the Registration Card filed in the Registrar’s Office and the Fee Card filed in the Business
Office. Other cards are included for University offices and for related services, The student’s record
of registration includes his fee receipt and his validated Student Body Card ; he should also keep a
copy of his study program.

STUDY LOAD. The normal undergraduate study load averages 15 or 16 credit hours per
term. The “full-time” load is academically defined as a minimum of 12 term hours, for undergrad-
uates and graduates (less for graduate assistants) (this differs from the definition used in the fee
schedule).

CHANGE OF PROGRAM. Any change from the original term study program filed at regis-
tration must be properly completed and filed with the Registrar, before 1t becomes effective and
part of the official records. On payment of the change fee and approval of the instructional depart-
ment or school, courses may be added or dropped by any student through Friday of the third week
of any term; first-term new students may drop courses through the fifth week. No change in a
summer-session short course may be made after the course has ended. Complete withdrawal from
the University may be allowed through the Dean of Men or Dean of Women throughout a term,
for good cause.

CHANGE OF MAJOR. A student may change his major by filing evidence of the new
major with the Registrar. A graduate student should obtain the approval of his new major depart-
ment in advance. ( Change of adviser, if it does not involve change of major, is controlled by the
major dean or other appointing authonty )

GRADES AND CREDITS

GRADING SYSTEM. The quality of a student’s achievement in courses is graded with A,
B, C, or D for passing and the earning of credit, or F for failing work. In certain “no- grade courses
only marks of P and N are recorded, for * passmg” (and credit) and “not-passing” work respec-
tively. A mark of W is recorded for any withdrawal which may be permitted after Friday of the
third week of a term (no permanent record is made if a withdrawal is filed within the first three
_ weeks). A temporary mark of I may be recorded if course work is satisfactory but incomplete in
some minor but essential detail, and the instructor wishes to allow the student more time for com-
pletion ; this additional time may not extend beyond the third subsequent term in which the student
registers. Grade points are computed on the basis of 4 points for each hour of A, 3 for each hour of
B, 2 for each hour of C, 1 for each hour of D, and 0 for each hour of F grade; marks of P, N, W,
and I are omitted from grade point computations. The grade point average (GPA) is the quotient



of total grade points divided by total graded hours; the total cumulative GPA includes all grades
earned in college-level work, the UO GPA includes only grades earned in the University.

SCHOLARSHIP REGULATIONS. In general, any grade point average below 2.00 is de-
fined as unsatisfactory. The Scholastic Deficiency Committee reviews unsatisfactory records and
studies all available evidence for the probability of improved scholarship, and then decides in each
case whether a deficient student may be allowed to continue (on probation) or whether he should
be disqualified from subsequent registration in the University. Academic probation normally will
be imposed for a term GPA of 1.00-1.99, or a cumulative GP'A below 2.00 but above the disqualifica-
tion scale which is related to class level. Disqualification normally will be imposed on a student who
is on academic probation if he earns another term GPA below 2.00, or on any student with a term
GPA below 1.00 or a cumulative GPA below the disqualification scale. Reinstatement may be
allowed by the Committee when specific convincing evidence (subsequent study or other achieve-
ment, time for maturing, or other facts) can be presented to indicate satisfactory scholastic prog-
nosis.

CREDIT BY EXAMINATION. A student may petition to earn credit by taking an exami-
nation in a University of Oregon undergraduate course. Laboratory, practice and individualized
courses are excluded, as well as any course which the student has failed or which would repeat or
be more elementary than courses he has taken ; also excluded are lower-division courses in his native
language if that is other than English. Departmental and Academic Requirements Committee ap-
proval must be obtained, and the established fee paid, before the examination is taken. Credits
earned by examination do not carry grades or count as work in residence.

CLASS STANDING. A regular lower-division student is classified as a freshman until he
has earned 36 term hours, then asa sophomore until he has earned 93 term hours. A regular upper-
division student is classified as a junior until he has earned 138 term hours, then as a senior until he
has completed all requirements for a degree. A graduate student is any one who has earned an
accredited degree, whether or not a candidate for an advanced degree, A special student is one
temporarily without regular classification, usually not qualified to be a regular student; he is lim-
ited to the earning of 45 term hours as a special student.

CERTIFICATES AND DEGREES

BACHELOR’S DEGREE REQUIREMENTS. During his lower-division years a student
should complete two types of required courses, respectively for specified skills and for general edu-
cation in “groups” of knowledge.

Specified for the B.S. degree, 36 term hours in social science courses, or 36 term hours in -
science courses.
-Grade point average : 2.00 cumulative total ; also 2.00 on University of Oregon work.
Residence: 45 of the last 60 term hours in residence (in U.O., Eugene and/or Portland).
Dean’s recommendation, certifying completion of all special requirements in the major.

SECOND BACHELOR’S DEGREE. For a bachelor’s degree following any other degree,
a student must earn at least 36 term hours subsequent to the first degree (45 if it was not a U.O.
degree) and fulfill all the usual requirements for the new degree including groups, residence, quality
and relevance of worl, and specific degree requirements.

ADVANCED DEGREE REQUIREMENTS. For a master’s degree at least 45 term hours 4
of graduate credit (not more than 15 of which may be transferred from other schools) are re-
quired, with a minimum 3.00 GPA ; the entire program for a master’s degree must be completed
within a span of seven years. The academic doctor’s degree requires three years of full-time aca-
demic work beyond the bachelor’s degree. (See Catalog for details.)

APPLICATION FOR DEGREE. A student intending to complete requirements for any
degree should file an Application for Degree with the Registrar at least one month in advance of
the expected commencement or graduation. No student may be granted a degree unless all academic
and financial requirements have been satisfied prior to the date of the degree. A student who has
completed all requirements for a degree may be given an official certification of that fact to tempo- *
rarily substitute for the diploma.
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ADVISING

ADVISERS WILL BE SELECTED for new students in the field of their primary academic
interest. Those who have not yet decided what this field is to be should refer to the group designated
“General Liberal Arts” in the list below. Those who have made this decision, even tentatively,
should refer to the proper heading in the list. Special directions are that Elementary Education
students go to Education but Secondary Education students go to their intended academic depart-
ment, and that all Honors College students go to the Honors College instead of to their academic
department. OlId students should go directly to their old adviser (unless adequately advised last
spring). Anyone wishing to change advisers or who have other questions about advising should
check with a chief adviser listed below or with the Office of Academic Advising, 140 Hendricks,
extension 2261.
